POSSIBLE FINANCING IN EXCHANGE FOR PATRIATION OF

As the day of the meeting between the Prime Minister of
Canada and the premier of Quebec approaches, there is an
ever more persistent rumour that an agreement would be
made on the patriation of the Canadian constitution in
exchange for a partial payment of the possible Olympic
Games deficit. Could the Prime Minister cast some light on
this important matter?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prirne Minister): Well, Mr.
Speaker, we do not intend at all to link both questions. I
think this rumour would offend the government of Quebec
which surely would not be corruptible enough to sell some
rights in exchange for an amount of money.

SUGGESTED ESTABLISHMENT OF SCHOOL MILK PROGRAM-
GOVERNMENT POSITION

million in the subsidization of the sale of skim milk
powder sold to various countries at prices substantially
lower than the support price, and in view of the poor
standards of health shown in the survey done for his
department by Nutrition Canada, would the minister con-
sider discussing with the Minister of Agriculture and with
their provincial counterparts the establishment of a school
milk program which would provide half a pint of milk a
day to every student attending school in Canada, which
program would help eliminate the surplus of milk and
improve the health of young Canadians?

We have been indicating our objectives, our goodwill
and desire for complete co-operation and assistance from
all concerned in developing proper procedures, and I hope
that atmosphere will be the one that prevails.
