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The SPEAKER-The hon. gentleman bas
a rîght ta reply.

Hon. Mr. BEIQUE-I had hoped that the
hon. gentleman would nat insist upan a
division taking place on the question at
this late date af the session, a large number
ai members having left for home.

Hon. Mr. POWER-I amn quite aware ai
that.

Hon. Mr. BEIQUE-I hoped that the
hon. gentleman wauld nat have insisted
on proceeding further with the motion dur-
ing the present session. The subi ect was
iully discussed and speeches were made by
several members ai the House.

Hon. Mr. POWER-The bon. gentleman
will see that I was not particularly anxiaus
ta make a speech at the beginning. I felt
that 'it was desirable, in the interest ai this
House asi well as of the country, that the
Senate should express an opinion an the
proposition embodied ini the resolution. If
yau simply say the debate petered out and
was drapped, that does not count for much.

Hon. Mr. BOSS <Middletn)-I wauld
suggest ta the hon. gentleman from Hali-
fax that he drap the matter with the under-
standing that he mave it again. next ses-
sion.

Hon. Mr. POWER--Oh, no. Each session
is independent ai the other.

Hon. Mr. CLORAN-And people are
starving in« the meantime.

Hon. Mr. BOSE <Middletn)-It is tao
warm ta discuss this question now. I
wauld like ta discuss it, but nat on a day
like this, and il the hon. gentlemen would
let the matter drop, and bring it Up at the
beginning ai next eession bon. gentlemen
could prepare themselves for it and we
could have a very full and instructive de.
bate.

Hon. Mr. CLORAN-Han. gentlemen-

Hon. Mr. POWER.-I was going ta sa3
that under the circumstances there is nIo
abject in discussing the matter any f ur-
ther naw.

The SPEAKER-The floor is being oc
cupied by the hon. gentleman irom Vie
taria division.

Hon. Mr. <JLORAN-I find it exceedin
strange that responsible legislators are
content with an academic discussion o:
the mast live question in politics, and
question which interests mast of the peopi

of Canada. Are we to go before the coun-
try as a simple debating society, a mock
parliament? I hear han. senatars say,
'Oh, the question has been fully dis-
cussed. and dropped-withdrawn!' What
does that maan? Does it mean that we
may discuss the question, but we are in-~
competent to place ourselves on record
with regard to it? I heard the hon. gen-
tleman from De Lorimier make a graat
speech on a question, denounce the policy
ai the Government, support the views of
the hon, gentleman from Halifax, and
wind up his remarks by saying, ' Oh,
well, it is anly academie; the Senate can-
not deal with the tariff.' Well, that kind
af statement does not go to build up the
reputation of the Senate.

Hon. Mr. DANDURAND-We differ on
that point.

Hon. Mr. OLORkN-Certainly we dii-
fer.

The SPEAKER-I would ask the hon.
member if he has not already spoken on
the subject?

Hon. Mr. CLOBAN-I arn speaking on
the motion to discharge the aider.

Hon. Mr. POWER-I have not made a
motion ta discharge.

The SPEAKER-There is no motion ta
discharge. If the hon. member has al-
ready spoken-

Hon. Mr. CLORAN-No, I have flot
spoken. It is a very strange position for a
legislature responsible to the people of the
country, and raspansible ta the respective
parties ta which. they belong. ta take that
it can do nothing more than engage ini a
futile and empty discussion. That is flot
a proper attitude for any responsible legis-
lative body ta take, especially in regard
ta a question of such vital importance ta
the country. If there is one question
which. divides the two great parties that
an the one hand contraI and an the othar
criticise the destinies ai this country, it is
this very question embodied in the motion
of the hon. member fram, Halifax. It -is
the great Une ai cleavage between the twa
parties; and the twa parties are repre-
sented in this Hou-se say 'what you -will.
I hear some hon, gentleman say that we
are a non-partisan body. That declara-

9tion has been made *0 olten that it has
become tirasome. This Senate is as parti-

fsan as the House of -Gommons.
