PRAYERS.

The Bill No. 150, an Act for granting to Her Majesty certain sums of money
required for defraying certain expenses of the Public Service, for the financial years
ending respectively the 30th June, 1897, and the 30th June, 1898, and for other pur-
poses relating to the Public Service, was read the second time, considered in Committee
of the Whole, reported with an amendment, considered as amended, read the third time,
and passed.

The Bill No. 151, an Act to authorize the granting of subsidies in aid of the con-
struction of the lines of railway therein mentioned, was read the second time, considered
in Committee of the Whole, reported without amendment, and ordered for a third
reading at the next sitting of the House.

The Bill No. 146, an Act to authorize a subsidy for a railway through the Crow’s
Nest Pass, was read the third time, and passed.

The Bill Né. 129, an Act further to amend the Post Office Act, was again con-
sidered in Committee of the Whole, reported with amendments, considered as amended,
read the third time, and passed.

The Bill No. 130, an Act further to amend the Civil Service Act, was read the
second time, considered in Committee of the Whole, reported with amendments, con-
sidered as amended, read the third time, and passed.

On motion of Mr. Sutherland, it was Ordered, That all proceedings had in this
House on Bill No. 53, an Act to revive and further amend the Acts respecting the
Saskatchewan Railway and Mining Company, and to change the name of the corpany
to the Saskatchewan Pacific Railway and Mining Company, be declared null and void.
