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~ Foreign Stafe, involving even indirectly military obligation shall be finally con-

cluded without the consent of Parliament, and no preparation for co-operation
in war between the naval or military staffs and the naval or military staffs of a
foreign state shall be lawful without Parliamentary sanction, and this resolution
shall be commmunicated to all States with which we are in diplomatic relations

-and to the League of Nations.
