On the latèfers release 
in June or July 1922, 1 was appointed Superintetident.

1 had never had any serious 
trouble with Hr. E.H.-uemieux, the speaker's brother, 
until Hec. 1922 when 1 found him carrying off for 
his own use chickens and eggs the property of the 
hospital which were intended solely for the patients 
use. ihese he stated he was paying for altho he 
knew the pratice had been expressly forbidden. ïhere 
is no record of his ever having paid fpr any tho
