As & rule such report finds its way only into

the last edition of the day and even this is pessible

only if the utmest speed is ebserved all down the line,
Under these circumstances the report is bound

to be sketchy. Of course there is ne excuse for a reperter

feiling te get the whole trend of the spesker's remerks.
