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difgrace, or even an ignominious punlfh-

ment allotted for thofe unfortunate enough

to have been fent in command upon it, there

can be nothing fo flrange in fuch a diftribu-

tion of juftice as to make you flare at it, if

you reflect upon all the unaccountablenefs

in our judgment and affairs for thefe many
years laft paft. The folly would indeed

now be to be furprifcd at any thing.
