French Defeat Bulgars,

A Reuter despaich from Athens says
a Saloniki telegram to The Patris states
tha. the French have inflicted a severe
defeat on the Bulgarians near Veles anil
that the fall of that 1own 18 considered
imminent.

Veles is about 27 miles southeast of
Uerkub on the railroad to Saloniki. A
successful French- cavalry raid which
reachea the environs of the city led to
an erroneous report that it had been cap-
tured Wednesday.

Big Battle Develops.

Skirmishing which has been in progress
1 several days between the Bulgars
and the Anglo-French-Serb allies along
about a 30-mile northwest and southw st
line across southern Serbia is merging to-
¢ay into a big general bhattle says an
Athens report.

The Buigar front extends from Tetovo,
4 Berb town 20 miles east of the Al-
banian frontier and %0 mile8 north of
the Greek border, thru the Veles section
and along the Vardar River, to the vi-
cinity of Strumitza. Opposing this line
the British predominate in the southeast,
the French at the centre, and the Serhs
are chiefly at the northwest.

Express deliveries in the northwest
-dist?c‘ft is being taken up wilh deter-
mination by the combined ratepayers
and other associations, in order to bring
the maitter to a successful and speedy
issue. :

?}:e Earlscourt Business Men's Associ-
ation have been un.ring in thelr efforts
in this matter since their inaugural meet-
ing, and the secretary-treasurer, C. H.
Ralph, is in receipt of the following com-
munication from the city solicitor :

““With reference to express delivery
service in your district : There is nothing
new’ to report.

“Jt is still being considered by the en-
gineer of. the.Dominion Railway Board,
Over a year ago the city made an appli-
cation to extend the delivery limits into
such portions of the city as had secured
improved roadways.

'PThe companies opposed this applica-
tion, and the whole matter was gone into
before the board, and the board referred
it to one of their engineers, who, along
with a representative of the commission-
er of works, went over the whole terri-
tory in dispute, and the evidence has all
ibeen before the board’'s engineer ever
since.

“You will understand that originally
the order of the board was that the com-
panies were to deliver anywhere within
the city limits, but a clause was inserted
in this order giving the companles. per-
mission to apply to exclude any na_rtlcu-
lar districts on sufficient reasons.

Subsequently the comi ies did apply
and obtained an order t ~ny districc:
that were not furnished with improveq |
roadways were to be excluded from the '
delivery limits. 4

“Then followed the a:gpllca.tion by the
cit—- covering certain districts wherein
imoroved roadways were put down, and
this is the matter that is now under con-
sideration by the board.
