New York, March 8.—Samuel Gomp-
ers, president of the American Federa-
tion of Labor, to-day had an interview
with John Mitchell, president of the
United Mine Workers of America.
Gompers said that he had promised
Miitchell, all_-the support which the
federation can afford him.

President Gompers came here for
the purpose of conferring with labor
leaders concerning the structural iron
workers and builders troubles in this

city., He said he does not want to
bring about a general strike in the
bullding trade, but that if the other
unions support the- housesmiths, who
are now on strike, and the employers
won't give way on the question of the
open shop, there is likely to be a gen-
eral strike.
