THE TAIL WAGGING THE DOG-

That is What Joseph Leiter Said
Yesterday in Regard to His
Great Collapse.

Chicago, June 14—Joseph Leiter, speak-
ing of the collapse of his wheat deal, says:
“It is a case where the tail has begun to
wag the dog. This statement has its il-
lustration in the fact that futures began
breaking faster than cash wheat declined.
Logically, the condition should have been
exactly the reverse. For several days, In
fact I may say for some weeks—cash
wheat has been slow sale, particularly in
the Northwest and around milling centres
generally. To a cgrtaln extent this has
been offset by a fair degree of activity at
the seaboard in response to an enquiry from
the other side, but the local markets have
been decidedly inclined to drag. There has
been a steady marketing of cash wheat, but
I cannot say -as to the quantities in which
it has gone to home consumption, or

abroad for foreign use, - 2

“] gee no objection to stating that all
my holdings ef futures have been disposed
cf. A good deal of gossip has come to me
on the general subjéect of alléged. treachern
ous conduct on the part of Northwestern
grain Interests, which I have always here-
tofore considered friendly to me in a per-
scnal and a business way, but I have no-
thing to say on this subject. I have no
complaints or charges to prefer against
those with whom I have been doing busi-
ness. It is a source of considerable satis-
faction to me that my aaffirs, for the meo-
ment more or less tangled, are in a falr
way of settlement without the intervention
of a trustee, and without Invoking the ma-
chinery of the court, as would be neces-
gary in the case of an assignment.

“The Chicago trade will all be taken
care of; in fact, I may say‘ it has been al-
ready protected, for I am even on the
market so far as September contractsare
concerned. The cash wheat business will
be transacted through Alexander Geddzs
for the Lenefit of the banks, which have
an interest in it, and which will act in con-
cert. The June wheat, representing the
cash wheat in this market, will be carrled
by Armour & Co.

A Good Word for Armonur,

“The treatment I have received at the
hands of Mr. Armour is in the highest de-
gree considerate, courteous and compli-
mentary. Nothing could have exceeded Mr.
Armour’'s generosity in his offers of finan-
cial help, which were to an extent cover-
ing any possible requirement on my part,
It is particularly gratifying to be the re-
cipient of this kind of treatment at this
particular time, establishing, as it does, the
fact that the business and personal rela-
tions between Mr, Armour and myself are
not as strained as they have been represent-
ed to be.”

Mr. P. D. Armour, himself one of the
central figures in the Leiter deal which
has been going on for many months, did
not take a particularly gloomy view of the
situation. He said: “Most of the wheat
with the banks is margined at 80c a bushel,
1 confidently belleve the market will react,
possibly before the end of the week. Wheat
has got down to a point where it is worth
the money, regardless of speculation. The
arrangement which I understand has been
perfected provides: for the protection of all
parties in interest. Mr, Leiter's cash wheat
fu all positions between the Northwest and
Europe ought to be so handled that the
banks will not have to take a loss,

“In one sense there is not much loecal
end to the story, The local stock of wheat
is small, and in relleving Mr. Leiter of his
June and local cash wheat we took only
240,000 bushels,

“I do not belleve any of the local people
who have acted for Mr. Leiter (will be
hurt, and the feeling In the trade seems
to be most kindly toward him. When we
arranged to carry his' June wheat we of-
fered to help him in any way we could. I
regret that the deal has turned out as it
has, but I believe that the worst of it Is
known, and that the market will probably
react.”
