Henry Clews’ Views.

Menry Clews, in [bls weekly New York
letler to-aay, says: \

As to tue crop situation the injury from
dronth appears to have been principally
confined v corn; altho slight damage to
spring wheat is re orted in some sectlons.
The most serious harm has fallen in the
States of Kansas, Nebraska, Missouri and
Iowa, where the loss, according to conser-
vative estimates, will not be less than .?00
million bushels. In the whole couniry
the entire Camage might figure between
350 and 400 miliions, In which case .we
should have a total crop of about 1,700 mil-
lions. 1t remains to be seen how much of
the damage will be repaired by subaeqguent
improvement in the weather. Certainly the
injury thus far Incurred seems to have
been, to a censiderable extent, discourlr.?,-l
in both the grain and stock markets. The
extremists of both sides have had their
say, and it seems as If both markets had
seitled down to the real facts, which, as
usual, lie between the two extremes. Last
year, according to the Department of Ag-
riculture, the money value of the corn
crop was $751,000,000, or about 36¢c per
Lushel, these presumably being farm val-
ues. should we realize a 1700 million crop
it would only have to sell at an average of
a little over 44c at farms to bring the
same amount in value as last year. This
means that an advance of about 8c per
bushel cver last year would amply com-
peunsate tor this year’s losses in dollars
and cents. At New York and Chicago corn
has been selling at 12c¢ to 15c over last
year's figures; so that should these differ-
ences continue the crop as a whole would
produce a higher value than last year. To
sum up, certain sections have unquestion-
ably suffered severe losses, which will be
partly offset by better prices benefiting
other sections, by the bringing out of un-
expected reserves of corn, and by the fact
that other erops promise at least an av-
erage, and in the case of wheat a record
crop. Moreover, the farmers as a class
are in good financial condition and much
less in debt than three or four years ago,
cousequently beiter able to meet temporary
misfortune. The corn carrying roads. will
suffer somewhat in earnings, but only a
few roads carry more than 5 or 7 per cent.
of corn in their total traffic. Live stock
has been injured in a few sections, but

not to a ealamitous extent.
Railread Earnings. \

Gross earnings of all roads in the United
States reporting for the first half of July
are $15.840,420, a gain of 10.3 per cent.
over last year and 28.9 per cent. over 1809.
The statement is excellent, and shows a
continued heavy tonnage, especially in the
beiter paying classes of freights. Iarn-
ings show the largest gaim on Southwest-
ern roads. Central Western, and Pacific
reads alse report a considerable increase,
but on Southern roads the increase is
small. Grangers report a gain over Jast
year, but a loss compared with 1899; on all
other roads earnings are very much larger
than in 1899.

Weekly Crop Report.

News from corn sections indicates that
the serious loss will be confined to the
Scuthwest, where less than half a normal
rield may be secured. BEven in the worst
State, Kansas, the past week has brought
relief, and- only the early corn is beyond
salvation. Further north the outlook
steadily grows brighter, and even in Texas
the dronth has been brokem. Fortunately,
the States where corn Is most severely in-
jured have harvested a very large winter
wheat yield. No harm has occurred in the
large spring wheat areas, and harvesting
will begin about Aug. 1 under most fa-
vorable circumstances. ¥urther south the
grain is already being gathered. Much of
the oat crop is cut, and some points report
more encouraging results than expected,
but in Nebraska and some other States the
vield is a total failure and being cut for
fodder. Distinet improvement is shown in
returns from cotton plantations, where
needed rain has fallen, and a good yield is
probable.—R. G. Dun & Co.

New Chinese Hegency Board Instruct-
en to Carry Out Reforms and
Imitate Japan.

ARE MINISTERS STRONG ENOUGH ?

Feeling That They Are Avarieious
and Selfish—Prince Ching
Foreign Minister.

Pekin, July 28.—The court has instructed
the Regency Beard, which has beea con-
stituted to comsider reforms, to aim at
reform and harmonious relations, to gs-
cape poverty and become strong in sin-
cerity, energy, pradence and wunselfishness,
and yleld their private opinions to the
will of the majority. These instructions
have been recéived by Prince Ching, Li
Hung Chang and Kung Kang, who are
members of the board.

The communication

directs that the
ability and integrity,
rank; rectify abuses with firmness and,
moderation; examine all suggesticns for
reform; divide the board Into committees;
follow the good laws of the old country
and adopt the good ones of other countries;
remove useless expenditures, and in order
to pay the debt devise new sources of
revenue; imitate Japan and western count-
ries; abandon past methods in recommen-
dations for promotions; begin promptly the
reform of abuses; and select good men and
yourselves act with sincerity and zeal

While the Instructions laid down are
good, it is thought the men who compgse
the board are avariclous and selfish and
cannot grasp the situmation. ¥i§ Hung
Chang, the best of the lot, is too old
to attempt to make thoro reforms.

An Imperial edict just issued recognlzes
the new Chinese Foreign Office, whiech
replaces the old Tsung-li-Yamen. Prinde
Ching is appointed Minister of Koreign
Affairs, the leading ome of the seven
boards which now censtitute the govern-
ment.

NEW RULES FOR HAREM.

Sultan Orders That All Foreign Gov-
ermnesses Be Expelled.
London, July 28.—When the news came
yesterday that the Berlin Uiiversity had
granted the degree of doctor of oriental
learning to a young female Turkish stu-
dent people began to thimk that it was an
augury of a brighter lot for the Turkish
WOoman. A Berlin correspondent, how-
ever, telegraphs that the clever young
woman is Mary Williams Montgomery, 27
years old, who was bern in Turkey, of Am-
erican parentage. Her thesis was on **Decu-
ments of the Time of Hammurabis.”” While
in Berlin Miss Montgomery learned the

Turkish, Assyrian and Semitic tongues.

The hopes that even one fair Turk had
thoroly emancipated herself are thus dash-
ed, and the hopes that the good example
would be followed by others are stifled by
measures decreed by the Sultan last week
—measures which, according to a Turkish
paper; ‘‘will bring tears of thankfulness to
the eyes of all good Mussulmans who wish
to educate their children aecording to the
holy laws of Mohammedanism.”

These measures are that no Turkish child-
ren shall be allowed .to attend foreign
schools; that no household shall employ
foreign governesses or teachers, and that
no Turkish woman shall be seen in public
with Christian companions. Turkish wo-
men are forbidden to row in boats or to
remain in boats after. dark. Girls are for-
bidden to wear sunbonnets or other head
dress and must return to the hotos, 2
small, turban-like cap.

Many high officials have declared that
they will not pay attention to the orders
which the police have been instructed to
see are carried out. Special inspectors
are being appointed to see if any foreign
governesses are still in the barems,

MANCHESTER TO CHICAGO.

New Direct Steamship Serviece In-~
augurafed By the Midiand
Queen.

Manchester, July 27.—A new direct steam-
ship service betwen this port and Chicago
was inaugurated to-day with the departure
of the steamer Midland Queen for tphe lat-
ter place. The Midland Queen has a carry-
ing capacity of 3000 tens, and she salled
with a full eargo. Her charterers hopae
to demonstrate that Manchester is the most
suitable port in Great Britain fer direct
trade with the great lakes. The economy
