A FIJI COMMISSION,

London, -Sept. 14.—The 3ritish govern-
ment has appointed a commission to inves-
tigate the Fiji question, and more especially
the working of the present form of govern-
ment.

This, it 1s hoped, will be the prelude to a
change in the present system—one that is
admittedly working very badly. The gov-
ernment is practically auntocratie, and un-
der it the life of the colony is utteply
warped. The number of white men in il
is f‘-\\"f‘[‘ than it we 20 years azo, the native
race is rapldly decaying. and the population
18 only kept up hy importing coolies, cf
‘\:h(-xxy there are now 20,640 to 30,000, prn-
cipally employed on the sugar plantations,

In many re spects the {reatment of the
natives is little lesg than state-regnlatd
slavery., The keenest d'saffection exisfa hot}
among the white men and the natives, the
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former because they really have no voiee in
itlm government, and are, without rodress,
subject to any deerce of the Governor: the
latter beeavse the svstem of segregation is
fatal to ther health and prosperijfv.

tien whetber Fiji 18 to be federaied with
New Zealand, but it s certainly a step in
that direction.
