SEQUEL TO NEWTON'S DISCOVERIES

Yrofessor Ve Lury Delivers an In-
teresting Lecture,

s
Last night in the chemical bullding of
the University of Toronto, A. T. DeLury,
M.A., delivered the third. of the special
course of publie lectures promoted by the
Royal Astronomieal Society of Canada. It
was also the second of his own series on
‘“I'he Rise and Progress of Mythical Astro-
pomy,” the speclal subject belng *“The
Sequel to :Newton's Discoveries.'
In opening Prof. DeLury briefily recapitu-
lated his previous lecture on ‘“The Work
of Newton,”' and described the nature of
the Copernican’ theory of the solar system
and the manner in which it explained the
obgerved movements of the bodies which
compose it as known In bis time. The
theory, he said, postulated the earth as an
approximately spherical body, rotating on
its axis and completing its journey round
the sun in the divisions of thune called a
year. The observed changes in the posi-
tions of the moon were explained by its
motion round the earth. What were known
as the planets, distinguished from the fixed
stars by thelr greater brilliancy, had also
been  found to have a shifting position
among the stars, and were remarkable for
their “intricate movements. 1t had also
been coucluded that they also moved round
the sun in a similar way to the earth and
in elliptical orbits’] |
Newton's Attention Attracted.
Newton's attention had been drawn to
the falling of bodies towards the earth’s
surface, and he had supposed it arose from
an attractive force exercised from the
earth’s centre, for at all peints, whether
on the highest wmountains or 1in the
lowest mines, the motion was towards
the centre. Magnetism had- familiarized
observers with the idea of an attractive
force, and it was natural to suppose that
the earth itself might also have that pro-
perty. Newton had asked whether that
foree might not extend to the moon, and
assumed that it would act iuversely as the
sanare of. the distance of the object from
the earth's centre, Taking the moon as
at a distance of 80 times the earth’s radius,
he found his theory did explain the phe-
nomena, altho very roughly. But it af-
forded a clue to all the delestional motions.
Carrying his theory still further, and,
as the planets were not points but bodies.
he treated gravity as an essential property
of all matter, and attributed to every par-
ticle as exerting an attractive force on every
other according to the same law, which he
stated thus: thut every particle of matter
acted on every other inversely as the
square of the distance between thewm and
directly in the mean of the attracted par-
tiele. Philosophers felt that In this New-
ton had found the key to the visible uni-
verse, and they looked to it not only to
explain the things that had been seen, but
also the frregularities in the shape, orbits
and motions of the heavenly bodies.
Investigated Shape of Earth,
As a sequel to his own discovery, New-
ton' proceeded to investigate the figure of
the earth, which was known mnot to be
truly spherical, but to bulge at the equator

astronomers had observed that the sun's
apparent path thru the heavens, or eclip-
tie, did not eross the equator each year at
the same point among the stars, but that
the point traveled backward along the
equatorial line, The phenomenon called by
them the, precession or anticipation of the
.equinoxes, Newton's law. also satisfactorily
accounted for thru the varying attractive
foree of the moon and sun upon the par-
ticles constituting the earth’s mass. This
ecaused a mutation or nodding of the axis,
an effect shown in the swaying motion of
a top, which, at the sawme time, rotated
on its fixed point. :
Looked on the Moon,
Newton had next turned his attention to
the motion of the moon. 1t was necessary
for the purposes of navigation that the
positions of the moon should be known: in
advance, but tables were found not to be
reliable. Jarly in the eighteenth century
a reward of £100,000 had been offered to
the inventor of accurate linar tables. The
root of the difficulty was the triple motion
and attraction of the earth, moon and sun,
and, althe the results were now practically
satisfying, a final solution had not yet been
found.
