This is the latest notification sent
out by Manager K. J. Dunstan, and it
is causing considerable dissatisfaction
among subscribers.

The “extra list” is made up of the
names of persons whe wish to be sin-
gled out from the designation. of the
firm or company with which they are
connected. For instance, John Brown
jof the firm of Jones a nd Brown, de-
| sires to have his business gddress given
| separately for the convenience: of the
| public, All the apparent difference
| this makes to the telephone company
| 18 the expemnse of printing his name,
'yet he is to be taxed $2. It is little
{to be wondered at that irritatioh Is
abroad. 5

An “Extraordinary Growth,

The notification explains thae there
has been an “extraordinary growth in
telephone business during recent years,
and consequent increase in demand for
extra listings, which has involved a

corresponding increase in size, num-
| ber and expense of publication of t‘he
telephone directory.” It is added, “it
has become impossible for us to con-
tinue to publish such additional list-
ings at the present rate of $1 per line,
per issue, of the book. In future the
charge for such extra listings will be
$2 per line per issue.”™

Forty Thousand Directories,

Mr. Dunstan says that the number
of telephone books in Toronto is now
about 40,000, or more than double what
it was not many velrs ago, when the
rate was $1, and that the doubling of
the charge is therefore justified, con-
sidering the increased cost of getting
out -the hook. He has had patrons
tell hiim that they are surprised that
| he should be able to charge so low a

| printing and the trouble that must be
| taken to insure accuracy, and also of
