This is one of many similar scenes 
which will be enacted after next Sun-1 
day, when Toronto adopts the daylight! 
saving measure. The railways who ; 
are forced to run trains so as to con­
nect with the international and other 
Canadian lines, are not in a position 
to adopt the measure, and will con­
tinue to run on standard time.

“We have no alternative in the mat­
ter,” C. E. Horning, district passenger 
agent of the Grand Trunk, told The 
World. "The only way in which the 
railroads could conform to daylight 
saving is by having that measure made 
national, or rather international. As 
it stands now Toronto, Ottawa, Mont­
real, Kingston and a few other cities 
are virtually the only points in the 
Dominion where it will be observed. 
The farming centres are opposed to it,

\ as are many of the smaller cities.
"Here's one case that will serve as 

an example. A train leaves one of the 
smaller cities in the Georglaii Bay 
district at 5.30 in the morning, 
standard time, and arrives here about 
noon. This district is opposed to day­
light saving, and you can imagine how 
overjoyed they would be to' have iu 
get up an hour earlier to catch a train 
at 4.30 just to accommodate Toronton­
ians.”

The two temperance organizations 
of the province—the Dominion Al­
liance and the Referendum Committee 
—were naturally very much up in the 
air yesterday over what they term the 
wonderful majority recorded in the 
legislature for a referendum to make 
Ontario bone dry. Both organizations 
desire that the plebiscite should be 
taken at the end of June. This, how­
ever, may be delayed owing to the 
new Dominion franchise act, which 
has not yet passed the house of com­
mons. And, then, again, it is said the 
authorities at Ottawa are not de­
sirous of the vote being taken before 
August or September.

The Rev. Dr. Grant of 
dum Committee explained yesterday 
that his committee wanted the vote 
taken under the new act. This may 
be brought about by June, and the 
committee are working to this end. 
Dr. Grant has no other belief than 
that the vote against the importation 
of intoxicating liquors into 
will be a large one, and the result will 
be a bone dry province.

The Dominion Alliance, who declare 
they will be in it when the fight 
comes, are unaible to forecast what 
may be the result of the vote. They 
point out that the proposed referen­
dum is quite a different matter to 
that initiated by the Hearst govern­
ment, and in addition it1 can hardly 
be expected that as much enthusiasm 
will be shown over the new vote as in 
the last.

An application was made before 
Judge Den,ton yesterday by Gordon N.

Small’s solicitors be made, and that 
the motion for a receiver be left in 
abeyance until judgment was obtain­
ed. The judge promised to issue the 
order for substitutional service as 
soon as an affidavit was filed stating 
who the solicitors are. The motion 
was then adjourned.

Small had several firms of lawyers 
who have acted for -him in various 
business matters, but as all these have 
been cleaned up and the cost as be- , 
tween solicitor and client paid, these 
solicitors cannot claim to be the miss­
ing man’s lawyers, or in any way au­
thorized to act on his behalf.
