Walker) are annually placed in the receptacles for 
the dead in London ; and these bodies are deposit­
ed amidst millions of others who have pre-dvevosed 
them. Twelve thirteenths of every dead body 
must dissipate and mix with the mr we breathe, 
which is tiius the vehicle of invisible and subtle 
poisons.

Railroads in Germany.—In the miner Stales 
of Germany there were 511 miles of railroad. In 
Prussia, previous to 1845, there had been projected 
3,200 miles of railroad, of which (552 miles had boon 
completed previously to (hot year. In Austria 495 
miles of railroad had been constructed.

Wire Fences.—It is said that Wire Fences 
have been introduced upon farms in many pails of 
the country, and proved useful as well us orna­
mental ; that they can be built cheaper than com­
mon fences, and answer every purpose us well if 
not better.
