W. F. Davis, Who Orchard Said Was a

BOISE, Idaho, June 27—W. F. Davis,
the witness for the defence in the case
mgainst Wm. D. Haywood, - takes the
chair again today and Senator Boran
continues the cross-examination commen-
ced yesterday.

Orchard commenced his story of blood-
curdling crime with the blowing up of the
Concentrator mill at Wardner by a mob
of 1,000 union men. The mill was at
that time being operated by non-union
laborers. Orchard told the story of the
trip to Wardner when the miners cap-
tured a train and compelled the engineer
to run it to Wardner. He said W. F.
Davis was one of the leaders of the mob.

The defence put Davis, a big, handsome

miner, and an effective witness, upon the
stand to contradict Orchard and tell the
jury that Davis, instead of being at Ward-
ner o
of Gém. In the direct examination Dav-
{s made an impressive statement. He told
of his movements on the day of the ex-
Josion at Wardner, said that he did not
ﬁnow Orchard, did not belong to the
union and was not at Wardner.

Under Senator Boran’s cross-examina-
tion the man stuck to the story that he
was not at Wardner, He added that he
saw the train go by with some 300 men on
‘board, all wearing masks, but said he did
not know any of the,men, that he took no
interest in the fact that the train was go-
ing through under such peculiar circum-
stances. He could not give the names of
any union men on the trainl They heard
it stated later, he said, that the concentra-
tor of the Bunker Hill and Sullivan Mine
had been blown up, but he did not learn
until the following day that anyone had
been killed. Immediately afterwards Davis
gaid he fled to the Hercules Mine where he
remained in hiding and then got out of
Idaho, changing his name to Jones.

The cross-examination of Davis will
probably take an hour of today’s eession.
He will be followed by William Easterly,
who was concerned in the strikes at Cripple
Creek. Easterly will be examined at
length as to Orchard’s statement that Bill
Easterly was one of the men who was con-
cerned in the plots to blow up the Inde-
pendence Depot.

TIFLIS, June 27—Up to a late hour
last night, the police had not succeeded in
making any arrests in connection with
yesterdgy’s bomb outrage. Early last
evening a bomb exploded in a house ad-
joining Erivan. Square, killing two bro-
thers, and wounding a third, who were
trying to hide a quantity of revolutionary
articles.

More than fifty persons were injured in
the bomb outrage yesterday and $170,000
was stolen.

HOW CANADA
IS GROWING

Immigration Returns Show Big
Increase Over Last Year.

OTTAWA, Ont., June 27 (Special)—
Canada’s immigration is not only increas-
ing in volume, but the quality is superior
to former years. There is a large increase
in immigration from the British islands.
The total immigration for the month of
April was 44,051, as compared with.35,313
for April of last year, an increase of 25
per cent. For the 10 months, July lst, 1806,
to April 30, 1807, the immigration was
168,718 compared with 124,031 for the cor-
responding months of the fiscal year, an
increase of 44,687 or 36 per cent.

NEW YORK, June. 27—Robert Wil-

No arrests have been yet made but
the police are searching for two young
Italians, who, they have been informed,
‘were seen trying to entice the child to en-
ter a cellar with them several days ago.
The gdisappearance of the child was re-
ported to the police last Monday and
since that time the whole neighborhood
has been searched. No ‘trace of- her was
found, however, until today when one
of ‘the occupants of the temement house
where the child .lived stumbled over the
body by accident. He had gone to the cel-
lar for wood and in the dim light got into
the wrong bin. The little body was found
lying in a corner and it was apparent that
she had been dead some time. When the
coroner came he found that the child had
been strangled and the condition of her
clothing and body showed plainly the ef-
fects of the terrible assault which has
