Labor Suffered Worst, Get-
ting Only One Out of
" Twenty-two,

BALDWIN’'S SON LOST

London, Nov, 1—“This is a bad
time for women and children,” re-
marked“an old man, who was watch-
ing the election returns in Trafalgar
Square, Thursday afternoon.

Although 41 women candidates
stood for Parliament this year, only
four were elected, compared = with
eight last year. They are Lady As-
tor. the Duchess of ‘Athol, Mrs. Hilton
Philipson, all Conservatives, and Miss
Ellen Wilkinson, Laborite. < All other

wére decisively delented-

Mré, Wintringham the ‘econd wom-
an ever to hoid a seat in Westminster.
and Lady Torrington, both Liberals,
disappear frodp the House of Com-
mons, leaving the Liberals without a
'single woman members, as four other
of the party’s women candidates ‘simi-
larly were uynsuccessful.

Labor Women Sffer,

Labor women were hit hardest of
all. The party put up 22 candidates,
but only one was elected—Miss Wil-
kinson, a young woman described by
“The Daily Chronicle” as having “red
hair and reddish views.” She is 83 years
old, a graduate of the University of

Communist party. Her slight, attrac-
tive figure, however, on the Labor op-
position benches cannot make up to
the party for the loss of Miss Mar-
garet Bondfleld, generally admitted to
be one of the ablest women in Brit-
ish politics, Miss Susan Lawrence P“d
Miss Dorothy Jewson.

Labor also had great hopes in Dr.
Ethel Bentham, Miss Edith Picton
Turberviile, Mrs. Bertrand Russell,
Miss Minnie Pallister and Miss Jessie
Stephen, but they were among the first
to be defeated.

Younger Sons Defeated.

Labor’s younger sons without ex-
{ceptlon, found defeat, but most of them
put up good fights. Alastair Mac-
Donald, the Premier’s son, had little
chance of election, but Oliver Baldwin,
son of the country’s next Conservative
Premier, very nearly got into Parlia-
ment as a Laborite.

Whereas last year both sons of Ar-
thur Henderson, home secretary, were
elected and Henderson defeated, being
forced to contest at a by-election later
in the year, this time Henderson senior
alone survived the Tory tidal wave.
Oswald Mosley, Lord Curzon’s son-in-
law, fought bravely in Birmingham
against the traditional Tory majority
and the magic of Chamberlain’s name.
