| women, on the other hand, are report-
ed to be on the defensive of accusa-
tions made by Charles Rothenberg, the
boy’s father, that they are not telling
all they know.

The accusation was made yesterday
in a long session between members of
the two families. The conference be-
came so heated that it was necessary
for officers in the District Attorney’s
office to pull down the windows to pre-
vent the conversation from drifting
out to the ears of idlers about the
court house. As it was, they heard
enough to know ‘that the Rothenberg
household is not serenely united in the
hunt for the murderer of the boy.

Feeling on the part of the Rothen-
bergs against Anna Sobin has become
so intense that Sheriff Pierce, who be-
lieves her guiltless, had her moved last
night from the Branaugh Hotel, where
she has been staying, to his own home
at Catskill. There the women of his
family will care for her during the in-
vestigation.

After the court house conference yes-
terday Mrs. Anna Vogel, mother of.
Mrs. Rothenberg and Mrs, Litt, walk-
ed up to the maid, who was standing
on the lawn of the hotel yard and,
pointing a finger at her, cried out hys-
terically:

“You killed my angel. You twisted
his neck. I wish my angel would come
back tonight and strangle you.” s

A constable intervened as the elder
woman- attempted violence, and Sheriff
Pierce locked the maid in her room at
the hotel. Later in the evening he re-
moved her. e

Mrs. Anna Seraphim,  the foster
mother of Anna, arrived in Windham
yesterday, in company with Joseph
Weinberger, also of Newark. He came
as a friend to the young girl, he said.
