DOCK WORKERSIN
NEW YORK STRIKE

Longshoremen, Checkers and
Others Go Out
(f All Quit, Say Shipping
Men, Coastwise Business
Will Be Tied Up — The
Demands That the Men
Make.

New York, March 18—A strike of local
longshoremen, checkers and dock work-
ers to enforce demands for an increase
in wages and adjustment of working
honrs was unanimously voted last night
and became effective this morning.

The unions involved claim a member-
<hih of between 7,000 and 8,000, but no
fidures were obtainable early today as to
the exact number of men who ()l)ede
the strike call. Steamship owners said,
however, that if the full membership
walked out, coastwise shipping would
he nearly tied up.

minister of defence, yesterday, and that
units of military organizations in Ber-
lin were being held in their barracks
ready for instant action in order to put
down the reactionary plot which had
then been discovered. This morning’s
reports state that Gen. von Luettwitz
had been appointed commander-in-chief
of the military forces by Gen.-Director
von Kapp, who has assumed the office
of chancellor.

Official bulletins issued from Berlin
last night declared the plotters had
planned to move on Berlin and with the
aid of the Doeberitz garrison, overthrow
the government.

Dr. von Kapp, who is evidently the
central figure in the new government,
was mentioned in this despatch as being
among those involved in the plot. Cap-
tain Pabst was also declared to be one
of the ringleaders. Both of these men
were formerly identified with the brig-
ade commanded by von Luettwitz, and
were prominent in the fighting in Berlin
during the early revolutionary period.
Von Kapp has been a prominent pan-
German propagandist. Troops recently
returned from the Baltic States are also
said to have been implicated in the con-
spiracy. The earlier cables indicated
that the conspiracy was not taken seri-
ously by the people of Berlin, probably
because the government made no effort
to minimize the danger which it faced.
Inquiry in official quarters by corre-
spondents last night failed to elicit any
information beyond a statement that the
government was warranted, in the light
of the attitude of the pan-German press
to suspect a monarchist plot. The early
cables stated the impression prevailed
last night that the government -exagger-
ated the critical nature of the situation.

Berlin, March 13—The government
has made an emphatic protest to the
peace conference and to the inter-allied
commission for the plebiscite territories
in upper Silicia, west Prussia and east
Prussia agninst a series of decrees is-
sued by the commission, which Ger-
many contends will interfere largely
with the judicial organization and pro-
cedure in the districts concerned. It
also is contended that the decrees con-
travene the stipulations of the peace
treaty.

I mier of Germany under Ebert. Gustave
Noske, formerly minister of demobiliza-
tion and before that governor of Kiel,
 was named the first minister of army
{and navy. By reason of his drastic en-
| forcement of new regulations he became
| known as a “dictator.”

The Ebert government underwent
many changes by reason of political, eco-
nomic and popular demands. The first
real crisis to threaten the Ebert regime,
however, arose over the question of ac-
cepting the peace treaty terms. KEbert,
Scheidemann and other leaders were op-
posed to yielding to the FEntente .de-
mands. Scheidemann® resigned and a
pro-treaty cabinet, including Dr. Aug-
ust Mueller and ex-Labor Secretary
Bauer, a former Socialist member of the
Reichstag, was organized. Bauer, in a
speech at ‘Weimar, before the national
assembly, announced the government’s
decision to sign.

President Ebert had the backing of
the moderates of Germany almost from
| the beginning. One reason for this was
that when he succeeded Prince Maxi-
milian he announced that property rights
would be respected, that no banks would
be seized and that the government would
uphold the German war losses and pay
all claims on the state.

The president, in a new year manifesto,
said that 1920 would decide whether Ger-
many would maintain herself as a na-
| tion. A week later he was threatened by
|a mob in Stuttgart. On the preceding
{ December 12, the Ebert cabinet’s fall was
reported as likely as a result of the Al-
lied demands over the Scapa Flow sink-
ings. -

The names associated with the new
revolutionary movement in Germany in-
dicate its reactionary character. It
would appear, therefore, that Germany
is in the throes of the long expected and
frequently . predicted counter-revolution-
ary, monarchist striuggle.

When the German treaty came
up for action by the government last
June, General von Luettwitz was one
of the leaders of the military party prom-
inent in opposition to thc peace terms.
He has an American wife, who was
Miss Cary, of Cleveland. He always has
been classed as thoroughly Prussian.

Before the war General von Luettwitz
had held the posts éf military attache
of the German embassy at London and
later at Petrograd. He was born on
April 9, 1865. ' His father, Max Freiherr
von Luettwitz, died in 1887. His mother,
Irma von Gaal-Gyula, is still living.

There has been a strongly held belief
both inside and outside Germany that
the pan-German monarchist party was
merely biding its time and awaiting an
opportune moment to seize control of
affairs. It was this belief, for one thing,
that caused the Allies worriment when
they considered the nearness of former
Emperor William’s retreat at Ameron-
gen to the German border and prompted
their strong representations to Holland
of the danger to the peace of Germany
and the rest of Europe from his pres-
ence there. In response to this the
Dutch government promised to keep a
close guard over the ex-ruler. Former
Crown Prince Frederick William also is
a refugee in Holland, but his retreat at
Wieringen is farther removed from the
German border.

While there has been no hint in the
early reports -of an overturn at Berlin
to indicate that the movement looked to
a restoration of the Hohenzollern dy-
nasty, the fact that the development is
apparently of a monarchistic nature will
cause close attention to be paid to any
news from Holland regarding the former
royal personages who have been making
that country their home for more than’
a year. ;

The despatehes from Berlin under yes- '
terday’s date telling of the discovery of
a reactionary plet in which the leaders
were the very men mentioned in today’s
advices of the success of the plot would
indicate that the government had ex-
plicit fore-knowledge of the attempt, and
this fact makes an explanation of the
reported success of the anti-government
forces in entering Berlin difficult of ex-
planation.

It may be noted that the names of the
two men most prominent in military af-
fairs under the old regime, Field Mar-
shal von Hindenburg and. General Lu-
dendorff, so far have not been mention-
ed in connection with the new develop-
ment. The field marshal, indeed, had
only recently announced his willingness
to become a candidate for the German
:presidency in the elections that were to
[be held later this year, while Berlin de-
spatches in January credited General
Ludendorff as_well with the intention
of becoming an active participant in the
next German political campaign.

If there has, in fact, been an effective
overturn of the present government in
Germany the effects upon the relations
between Germany and the Allies and
the carrying out of the terms of the
treaty of Versailles can hardly.be esti-
mated. With a militarist regime in con-
trol of Germany there seems little doubt
that the outside pressure for the strict |
execution of the stipulations of the peace
pact would be markedly increased, par-.
ticularly from such nations as France
and Belgium, with their territory con-
tiguous to that of the former empire.
It has been generally conceded, how-
ever, that the military requirements of
the treaty which has been already put
into effect have rendered Germany mili-
tarily impotent for a long time to come,
at least so far as any aggression on her
part might be concerned. This, ‘how-
ever, is perhaps not true of the French
army leaders, among whom 'Marsh_all
Foch in particular has been insistent in |
pressing for greater military protection
against Germany for France than was
provided for by the peace pact signed
last June. |
