TO ENSURE EXEMPTION

At a time when so many innocent men 
losing their lives by violence in its 

most horrible forms,it would appear as­
tonishing to a visitor from Mars that a 
whole state should become excited over 
one condemned murderer saved from the 
electric chair and sent into the world 
a free man. Yet for a couple of years 
and more New York, state has beèn 
keenly interested in the case of Charles 
F. Stielow, who, convicted of murder, 
was condemned to death three several 
times, and each time was miraculously 
snatched from the grim chair at Sing 
Sing, and now steps out from the shadow 
declared to be an innocent man. His case 
is in some respects a most remarkable 
one. Btielow is by no means a matinee 
murderer; there was nothing in his case 
or in his character to appeal to the de­
cadent or the romantic. He is just a

It appears that King was arrested on 
a charge of assault in conjunction with 
O’Connell, who was then serving time 
for it, but, supposing that the charge 
was murder, had made a confession.
O’Connell swore that the confession was 
a perjury, and later on King withdrew 
It. Nevertheless, when he was in prison, 
an agent of the New York World was 
sent to occupy an adjoining cell, with the 
view of 'becoming intimate with King 
and gaining more evidence in favor of 
Stielow.
