Ottawa, Ont.,, Jan. 12—Everything is
ready for the opening of parliament on
Thursday. The halls of both houses
are swept and garnished and the scarlet
carpet has been securely tacked down
in the senate.

Members are beginning to arrive and
the drafting of the speech from the
throne has been completed with the ex-
ception of the clause dealing with the
navy. The government is still struggling
with this problem and is hesitating be-
tween the $85,000,000 costribution of last
year, a policy of strict coast defence or
nothing at all. It is said the first gov-
ernment caucus will be called the day
after the opening. This is unparalleled
in the history of parliament as the first
caucus is almost always ‘delayed until
a week or ten days-.after the ppening.
It is believed that the early call of a
caucus is ‘due to a desire to get the
party together on the naval question.

The government has its business well
prepared and will have bills for the re-
lief of Farmers’ Bank depositors, for
nationalization of highways, and Intcrul
colonial branch lines, consolidating the
railway act, revising of shipping laws
and of fisheries, regulations for redistri-
bution, for cold storage, for regulation
of trust companies, amendments to in-
surance and penitentiary act and the es-
timates.

The private legislation is already be-
ginning to come In. Mr. Burnham has
already given notice of a bill to amend
the election act and a bill to abolish
tithes.

Robert Bickerdike is introducing a bill
to abolish capital punishment. i
