Hogan’s remarks in relation to the mar­
riage question, I wish Mr. Taylor would 
take cognizance of the saying of Fred­
erick Engels, a collaborator of Karl 
Marx, by the way, who says : “If in­
compatibility, disenchantment, or re­
pulsion set in between the two persons 
who have come together, morality com­
mands that the unnatural and therefore 
immoral bonds be dissolved.”

| Perhapsa my friend will urge that 
Father Hogan was wrong in saying that 
Socialism had anything to do with the 
family or religion, but what these lead­
ing Socialists say has more weight with 
me than what Mr. Taylor might urge, 
and they, in more caustic language than 
Father Hogan’s give evidence overwhel­
mingly to the contrary of what my 
learned friend might perhaps urge.

Socialism is not merely an economic 
question, and as an Illustration of my 
contention I might mention that at a 
convention of the socialist party in Chi­
cago in 1908, our now famous Mr, Hil­
quit introduced a resolution to the ef­
fect that Socialism was merely an econ­
omic question and had nothing to do 
with matters of religion and the fam­
ily. This same Mr. Hilquit today is 
forced to admit that “marriage can be 
dissolved at the pleasure of the con­
tracting parties.” I think even Mr. 
Taylor is constrained to cry out: “Oh, 
consistency, thou art a jewel.”

What Morris Hilquit said in 1908 and 
what he writes in 1914 is a contradic­
tion. and truth is unchangeable, and 
Mr. Taylor is very anxious that “the 
truth prevail.”

Mr. Hilquit in 1908 was acting hy­
pocritically in not giving the people a 
definite argument, a specific explanation 
as to what the real principles of Social­
ism really are. He concealed the truth 
when it was a matter of adopting a 
plank in which they would pull the 
wool over the eyes of the American la­
boring man, *but their plans were ig- 
nominiously defeated and their bluff 
In hoodwinking the public was called.

To the Editor of the Times :

Sir:—From a clipping of Saturday’s 
Standard, I gleaned that Mr. Taylor as­
serts that the majority of the statements 
made by the Rev. Fr. Hogan, C. SS. R., 
are incorrect. It strikes me, however, 
that not one of the majority of the 
“misrepresentations” accompanied Mr. 
Taylor’s epistle.

Now I would like to inform the writer 
of that letter that I myself was present

r H STORY or A CRADLE
(New York Herald.)

If all the baby’s cradles In the world 
could talk, and If they should one day 
meet together and tell the stories of 
their respective lives, one from New 
York, it to believed, would relate the 
most interesting tale of all. It is the 
little white crib which stands just with­
in' the entrance to the 
Foundling Hospital, at Lexington av­
enue and Sixty-eighth street.

True, some of the others would boast 
that they had held kings or princes or 
presidents; some would point to their 
elaborate workmanship and their artis­
tic decorations as a claim to superior 
distinction, and yet others would take 
exalted pride in their great cost.

The little white cradle would remain 
silent while its colleagues, recruited from 
the palaces and mansions of the world, 
recounted their own virtues, and perhaps 
it would feel a little awed in their pres- 

For it to just an ordinary crib, 
severely plain, without a distinctive fea­
ture save its very lack of adornment, 
and hopelessly old fashioned. It could 
not have cost many dollars when it was 
new, and that was more than fortÿ-four 
years ago.

Many cradles now in use are old, of 
course, but they have seen service only 
at infrequent intervals, enjoying long 
periods of rest between. There are bab­
ies Which cuddle in the self-eame cribs 
where grandma used to sleep—family 
heirlooms which have been preserved in 
the attic to be carried downstairs and 
dlisted when these youngsters should 
appear. This particular cradle can point 
to no such sentimental associations. 
Moreover, it has been in use every day 
during these many long years, and age 
does not improve the appearance or in­
crease the vigor of cradles any more 
than of some human beings.

But beneath its downy coverlet no 
fewer than 60,000 babies have slept— 
nearly 60,250, according to figures ob­
tained yesterday. That record alone 
places it in a class apart from all, or 
nearly all, of the others which would 
attend that great mass meeting. And 
some of these babies were white, some 
black, some yellow—every race, indeed, 
which goes to make up the population 
of; this great cosmopolitan city has been 
represented. What other crib has given 
its protecting care to such a family as 
that?

So it would be a marvellous story that 
It might tell, If It only could—a story of 
crashed hope, of broken vows, of blight­
ed ambition, of wrenched heart-strings.

Whoever takes her baby to the hos­
pital and surrenders him to the tender 
ministrations of the Sisters of Charity 
of St. Vincent is required with her own 
hands to lay the waif In the little crib. 
Once having placed him beneath th^ 
white canopy, the mother has no further 
claims on the child. Possibly she tramps 
all the way from a tenement on the 
lower side, the mite of humanity nest­
ling in her arms, or she may have driven 
in an automobile of the latest model, a 
nurse guarding the little burden which 
is soon to be left behind. The sisters’ re­
ception of each mother is the same. 
There is a tear of sympathy, a word of 
comfort, a prayer for forgiveness and 
guidance, and from each is required the 
same token of surrender—the bestowal 
of the child In the cradle.
AM Cared for the Same Way

And the crib, If It could talk, might 
say that each child, whatever station he 
occupied in the few days or hours of 
his /life,
ceive from his new guardians exactly 
the same measure of love that Is meted 
to each of the others.

Whether the newcomer hails from a 
fine uptoyn residence or a squalid tene­
ment in a poorer district, he is clothed 
in the same quality of downy llhen, put 
to sleep in the same nursery, taught hts 
“A B C’s” in the same kindergarten, in­
structed in the same faith and finally 
placed in the same kind of Christian 
home when a new “papa” and “mam­
ma’ ’are found for him.

And so the little crib sees the young­
sters come and go, sometimes as many 
as eight in a day. They are placed in its 
lap by mothers who cannot or will not 
care-for them and lifted into the arms of 
the sisters whose life work is to see that 
the babies receive “just a chance.”

The mother who comes in, deposits 
her child tenderly and leaves, tear eyed, 
may have been driven by poverty to 
make this supreme sacrifice, or shame 
alone may have moved her to abandon 
the infant. The little crib somehow has 
a way of divining the truth of the situ­
ation. Maybe, after all, it is Just as 
well that it cannot tell its story.

Perhaps, Indeed, knowing so well the 
depth and the sacredness of the mother 
love, It wouldn’t tell Its tale even If it 
could.
