Brave Buffalo Policeman Swerves

In the absence of a reserve policeman
Daley responded to an alarm of fire. He
was traveling at a fast clip when the
girls darted into the street directly in‘/
this path. Daley swung his machine in-
to the curb. It struck the stump of'a
tree and Daley was hurled against a:
tree twenty feet away. His skull was
fractured and his lungs were punctured
by broken ribs. The fire loss was $5.

Daley a year ago was given a medal
for saving three children from drown-
ing.

Only the efficient work of the Bing--
hampton fire department prevented the
spread of the flames to business blocks
lining Water street between Court and?
Henry streets. In the building occupied’
by the McKaller Drug Company was a’
large amount of highly explosive chemi-
cals. Iron doors and shutters prevent-
ed the fire from reaching this building.
Volunteer firemen employed in the
shops along the line of the Erie rail-
road, who came to the city yesterday

today, aided the locgl firemen. In. holi-
day clothes, they agsisted in running
lines of hose to the tops of buildings
that were threatened. A band concert,
scheduled for last night, was abandoned
and today’s tournament may not take
place. i

Reed B. Freeman, president of the
Binghampton Clothing Company, esti-'
mates that there were between 120 and
125 employes in the building when the:
fire started.

He said eight per cent. of girls em-
ployed were Americans. “It is not the
money loss, nor the business that overs
comes me,” he said, “but it is the
thought of those girls, some of whom
have been with us for years, being trap-
ped as they were, and perishing in the
flames. :

“They perished because they believed
the alarm, sounded after the fire broke
out, was for a fire drill, several of
which had been held recently. They
disliked these drills. It forced them to
appear in the streets in their rough
working clothes. Many of them were
proud-spirited . girls and did not like
this. The drills were a bother. So- when
the alarm sounded most of them toak
their time—some to don their coats,
others to get their purses and other be-
longings.

“But for this fact nearly all the em-
ployes could have been saved. In the
last fire drill we had the entire building
emptied in twenty seconds.
have been ample time.”

Regulations were Complied With :

According to the officials of the
Binghampton Clothing Company, all the
fire laws had been observed, fire drills
had been held at regular intervals and
the regulation that all lint be swept
from the floors at least once a day had
been heeded. It was the theory of
President Freeman that a lighted cigar-
ette thrown into a heap of rubbish soon
after the lunch hour was the cause of
the disaster.

Fire Chief Hogg, as he left the ruins
early this morning to get a few hours
sleep, declared that in his opinion, the
fire escape was adequate. “They sim-
ply withered from the heat when they
got to it,” he said.

The building was a four story brick
structure, fortv-four feet wide hy 130
feet long, and” was built eighteen years
ago as a cigar factory. Beside the fire
escape at the rear, there were twa
stairxays from the top floor, one to
Centre street gt the rear and the other
to Wall gtreet at the front. The interior
of the building was of wood. ‘

The offices and stock room were
located on the first floor, but most of
the operatives were working on the
third and fourth floors.

The fire started in the cenire of the
first floor, near the stairway. 'T'he doors
and windows were open at the time, and
the flue-like construction of the bnild-
ing, created a draft which contributed
to the rapid spread of the flames.
