Baltimore, July 2—In the dying hours
of the democratic national convention
this morning, it seemed for a time thaj
there would be another deadlock over the
nomination for vice-president. Governor

John E. Burke, of North Dakota, for|.,

whom Mr. Bryan had expressed a prefer-
ence for the gecond place on the ticket,
had polled enough votes on the first two
ballots to block the nomination of gover-
nor Thomas R. Marshall, of Indiana, the
. leader. The third ballot had just been
ordered, when the chairman of the North
Dakota delegation obtained recognition
from the chair, and said:

“North Dakota offered her three-times
governor to the party, believing him to
be the strongest running mate for Gov-
ernor Wilson that could be named. We
made the best fight we could for him, and
realize we are beaten. We therefore with-
draw his name, assuring this convention
that wherever there is a fight for demo-
cratic votes next fall, governor John E.
Burke will be found in the thick of it.

The speaker thereupon moved to make
thc ndmination of Governor  Marshall
unanimpus. Immediately a wild scramble
for the doors followed, few waiting to
hear the motion put. Several seconds lat-
er, chairman James’ gavel fell, at 1.56
am. on the final adjournment of one of
the most notable conventions in' the his-
tory of the democratic party. 2

Four Arrests Are Made in Caire,
Says Despatch to London

London, July 3—A Daily Mail special
despatch from Cairo states that the Brit-
ish adviser to the ministry of the interior
the public prosecutor and the command-
ant of the Cairo police conferred with
Lord Kitchener yesterday.

1t is understood the conference was con-
nected with the discovery of an alleged
conspiracy to assassinate th e premier,
Lord Kitchener and the Khedive, who is
now in London. Four persons have been
arrested, and the investigation is being
continued.

JOHN DOLAN'S WAGON
STRUCK BY TRAIN
 IND HE 1S INURED

Hit at Crossing as He Was Driv-
ing to Reckwoed Park —

Thrown. But Net Seriondy-idutt!

A serious accident oecurred at Gilbert’s
crossing on the I. C. R. last evening be-
tween six and seven o'clock as the I. C.
R. suburban train was passing on its ‘way
to Hampton. At the crossing to Rockwood
Park, John Dolan of Dolan Brothers, beer.
manufacturers, of Haymarket Square, was
driving out to Rockwood Park with a load
of beer. In crossing the tracks he did not
notice the approach of the train until it
was too late.

The train struck the wagon and upset
it, throwing Mr. Dolan forcibly to, the
ground, and scattering the beer. The horse
was unhurt. The train was stopped and
the crew and some of the passengers ran
back and assisted Mr. Dolan. The wagon
was badly demolished and about six dozen
bottles of beer destroyed.

Mr. Dolan is a heavy man and although
he was severely shaken up he escaped with-
out serious injuries. Passengers on the
train say that if it had happened a moment
sooner Mr, Dolan would have been killed.

Mr. Dolan told a Times reporter this
morning that the gates at the crossing
were not lowered nor did he see any flag-
man there to warn him. It was learned
that, there is no night watchman at Gil-
bert's crossing and that the day man
knocks off at six o’clock. It was about
quarter past six o'clock that the accident
happened.

Mr. Dolan is confined to his home today
and it will be several days before he is
around again.

Early yesterday afternoon the report
spread that when the metropolitan Meth-
odist church collapsed, there were some
seven or eight people inside who had
sought shelter from the storm. With a
crowd of some 3,000 spectatore around the
ruins, kept back by militia, 100 men start-
ed to dig into the ruins. When darkness
came work was continued to a late hour
by lamp light but eo far without result.
A woman’s hat and handkerchief were
discovered and a live chicken, but no hu-
man beings.

A special committee of 100 citizens have
been engaged making a canvas of the de-
stroyed area with a view to having an of-
ficial record of the people affected.

It has been suggested that a special as-
eessment should be levied upon the citi-
zens at large to raise a million dollars or
more if necessary in order that the ruin-
ed district may be rebuilt without delay.
