After 
the jury viewed the body the inquest was 
adjourned until 3 o’clock in the afternoon 
to be continued at the Dead House.

lay in which so many young men 
? The moment a boy becomes an

entered on a path that is sure to lead him 
to harm, and he is in such a condition 
that the best efforts of parents, friends 
and well-wishers should be directed 
towards saving him from his companions 
and from himself. The crowd of young 
men implicated in this Carleton business 
were all known in the place, not for posi­
tive evil-doiug, but as pursuing a line of 
conduct that was unpleasant to the com­
munity and dangerous to themselves. 
What has happened, it may be said, in a 
general sense at least, was not unexpect­
ed. Sad as it is, it will be a blessing in 
disguise if it does but act as a warning to 
many similar groups throughout the city.

The tragedy to which the above refers is 
thus detailed in the Q/obe, —

What appears to have been a Saturday 
night drunken row between a number of 
young men, who belong to Carleton, ended 
seriously for one of the participants night 
before last. The unfortunate young man 
was James Campbell, who met his death 
at the hands of ore or more of his com­
panions at the corner of St. John and 
Watson streets, Carleton, (the North-East 
corner of Queen Square) between 10.30 
and 11 o'clock on the night mentioned. 
Any one who has passed by the Dominion 
steps, at the head of Rodney street, of 
late, must have seen several or all of the 
persons suspected of being implicated. 
The locality mentioned has been made a 
“resting” place for a large number of 
young fellows who, besides being extensive 
consumers of the poorer grades of tobacco, 
are experts at using jack-knives. At all 
hours and in all kinds of weather the 
favorite spot was never vacated for 
any length of time. On Saturday 
night, however, the spell was broken 
by several of the patrons going on a 
spree. As far as can be ascertained 
the deceased, John McCaslin, John Best, 
John Powers, John Pratt, Samuel White 
and George Godsoe were in the city until 
the 10 o’clock trip of the boat when they 
returned to Carleton. All had been drink­
ing, but McCaslin, who was “chumming’ 
with Campbell, appeared to be worse than 
the others. On the “Dominion bridge’’ 
(î^udlow street) McCaslin struck White 
and in the melee that ensued the former 
was worsted. When the crowd reached
the loafing place at the foot of the steps, 
and at the head of the “bridge,” Campbell 
struck White over the mouth, and Best 
over the head with a botfle. Of course,
another fight occurred, and it ended in 
McCaslin aud Campbell leaving the others 
and going in the direction of Queen Square 
up St. John Street. Mr. Edward McGar-
rigle, who lives ou South side of the 
Square, came over from the city in the 
10.30 trip of the ferry, and he had 
just passed by the crowd, which he noticed 
was excited, when he heard a voice from 
behind him, say, “There they are now, 
come up and we’ll clean them out.” At 
once there was a rush up the sidewalk, so 
Mr. McGarrigle stepped out on the street. 
As the erowd passed by he noticed that 
White did not appear very willing for a 
tight, and lagged behind. A little further 
on, he noticed two persons, one in his 
shirt sleeves, whom he took to be McCas­
lin, at the wicket at the entrance to the 
Square. The other was Campbell and 
when the two got to the corner of the 
street under the street lamp and just at 
the end of the sidewalk they met the fore­
most of the crowd from the Dominion 
steps. The row at once commenced, but 
Mr. McGarrigle says, not at the corner

and several others at the corner, were, 
he expressed it, “on the outskirts of the 
row.” He got a little past when he saw 
Campbell struck and then fall heavily off 
the sidewalk on the street. He watched 
him a few moments and he did not move. 
Then one of the crowd advanced towards 
the prostrate form, and said, “My God, 
this man is killed.” Mr. McGarrigle at 
once went up to Campbell and examined 
him without finding any signs of life. 
The fighting ceased 
crowd got water, and efforts were made 
to restore animation. After some minutes 
Cornelius Collins, Cornelius Haley, James 
Lane and Michael Morrissey, who came 
up after the row was all over, picked up 
the deceased and carried him to his home 
on St. James street, a short distance off. 
A few minutes before be was taken in,his 
father and mother were aroused by 
knock at the door 
sponded and a child stood before her upon 
the door being opened, who said that James 
had been struck at the corner and w as dead. 
As soon as he was taken into the house 
Dr. Musgrove was summoned, and upon 
making an examination he found the neck 
dislocated and the skull at the base of the 
bfain fractured. There was no hope, so 
the family’s spiritual adviser was at 
summoned who administered the last 
rites of the Catholic Church. After being 
taken home Campbell regained conscious­
ness and conversed with those around him 
in so strong a voice that the family did 
not believe that he would die, but at 1.30 
o’clock the physician’s estimate of the 
seriousness of the injuries inflicted proved 
correct, for at that hour the young man 
expired. When questioned for facts as to 
who hit him Campbell responded that he 
did not know, and the statements he 
made during the short time that he lived 
after being injured were very meagre. — 
Mr. McGarrigle says the blow was struck 
by a stone in the hand of one of the 
crowd, and from the appearance of the 
wound in the back of the head where the 
deceased was struck, it would appear that 
the stone was wedge-shaped. Mr. Mc­
Garrigle was very cautious in speaking of 
the p
and he left the impression on the minds 
of several that at the inquest he would 
probably be able to throw some light on 
the mystery. It would seem remarkable 
that of the many persons standing at the 
corner at the time there could he none 
that saw the blow hit. Acting on infor­
mation hastily gathered, officer Ross, as­
sisted by his brother, Elijah Ross, arrested 
the six young men mentioned as having 
returned with Campbell from the city.— 
They were all got iu their beds, the first 
being taken at 2 o’clock. Best resisted, 
and the door of the house had to be 
smashed in before the prisoner was found. 
The young men were locked up in the 
C ity Hall and conducted to the central 
station early Sunday morning. McCaslin 
is 23 years of age ; Power, 20 ; Best, 19 ; 
Pratt, 1/ ; White, 20, and Godsoe, 19.— 
McCaslin was arrested because he had 
commenced the first fight, and it is not 
likely he will lie held long. The 
ers all were guarded and would make no 
statements.

The deceased was in his 21st year. His 
father’s name is John Campbell, who 
ship carpenter by trade. The Coroner 
viewed the remains yesterday, and would 
not allow the corpse to be disturbed until 
viewed by a jury to-day.

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THE ORE VEIN.

piramirbi Advance.
CHATHAM, - • - AUGUST 3, 1882.

This vein runs nearly N. W. and S. E., 
dipping to the N. E. about 75°. It 
true fissure vein, well defined and promi­
nent. It has been traced a long distance 
and has every appearance of being extra­
ordinarily long. I think it safe to say, it 
is one mile in length, while the probabili­
ties are that it is much longer. The vein 
shows a uniform width of six feet by 
actual measurement on the surface. The 
foot wall is well defined and has the 
usual “fluccan” or “gouge” common to 
all fissures, and in this case the “gouge ” 
is composed of an unusually fine white 
clay, closely allied to kaolin. The vein is 
of the ribbon or banded structure, bein 
composed of numerous bands or ribbons 
quartz and slate rock tilled with numerous 
cavities of galena, blende and copper

A portion of the vein is brecciated or 
composed of sharp, angular fragments of 
ore, rock and limestone, all connected 
together by quartz. The exploitations 
have thus far been confined to the surface, 
so that no estimate can be made of the 
appearance of the ore vein at depth. The 
chances, however, are always in favor of 
improvement in depth in such veins, but, 
to be on the safe side, I shall make all 
estimates on the results obtained at 
present, or upon the yield of the vein 
now in sight.

Mlramlohl as a Summer Resort.
A valued correspondent, whose let­

ter appears in another column, deals 
with a subject which ought to command 
more than passing notice. The ideas 
which are suggested by Mr. Mackenzie 
are so modestly put that we will be par­
doned for dealing briefly with the mat­
ter in the hope that it may further as­
sist in directing attention thereto and 
leading, eventually, to a practical de­
velopment of Miramichi as a watering 
place. Rich as the locality is in histor­
ic interest, as the landing place of the 
Old-World pioneers of civilization in 
New Brunswick, as the scene of one 
of the greatest and most mysterious 
conflagrations of modern times, and as 
the home, from time to time, of so 
many sturdy champions of British rule 
and British traditions—-men who have 
left the impress of their minds upon 

statute hoofs, and, by their 
for business, made the name of the Mir­
amichi a familiar one in so many centres 
of European commerce—it possesses 
also those natural attractions and re­
sources which are sought out by the 
tourist, the sportsman and the man of 
business, who desire to cease, for a 
while,struggling with the duties of com­
mercial or professional life and see and 
enjoy those portions of the world from 
which man’s enterprise, selfishiness or 
necessities, have not succeeded in re­
moving the birth-marks of nature.

It is difficult to find a more inviting 
region than the Miramichi for those who 
have either long or short terms of vaca­
tion to spend, or one that is more ac­
cessible. Whether they come from the 
Upper Provinces or the United States, 
visitors will find the best facilities for 
travel at their command, the Interco­
lonial Railway, which is second to none 
on the continent, placing them within 
five minutes walk of the centre of our 
beautifully situated shire town. Here, 
a programme of attractions is at the 
visitor’s command from which h& may 
select as his taste suggests. If he be a 
yachtsman he has before him an ample 
river, in which a ship may be worked 
to windward, stretching down to the 
mtotne open Straits. If he has a taste 
for fishing,as well as sailing,he will find, 
in the river aud its many tributaries, a 
wealth of sport which for variety and 
quality is not equalled anywhere. We 
do not know whether even those who 
are most familiar with the Miramichi 
have ever fully appreciated the abund­
ance and variety of fishes with which 
nature has stocked it, but although it 
has, probably, never been done, yet it 
is quite possible fora fisherman to start 
from his hotel at earliest dawn, reach a 
pool up river and kill his grilse or sal­
mon, return to town in time for dinner 
and go by steamer to the bay below and 
catch mackeral, bass, cod or other 
fish before night. Nobody does this, 
nor is it probable that anyone would 
care to so rush the pleasure of sport as 
to rob it of its charm by unnecessary 
surfeit and fatigue, but the fact' that it 
is quite possible for one to indulge in 
salmon fly fishing in the morning and 
close the day by tugging at the deep 
sea line with a codfish at the end of it, 
illustrates the range of our water-wealth 
which may be shared by any who choose 
to seek it. Our trout-streams of the 
first order are very numerous and they 
may be rSached in from an hour to four 
hours’ travel from the towns and, in­
deed,one can go,in twenty minutes, from 
either Newcastle or Chatham and catch 
plenty of trout of a size that is most 
prized by many epicures.

Our correspondent refers to shooting. 
This favorite sport is best enjoyed in 
the autumn, for our game animals and 
birds are sacred from the sportsman’s 
quest in summer months. But even a 
tourist coming to us in the heated term, 
and who does not enjoy,

“A wét sheet and a flowing sea,
A wind that follows fast,
And tills the white and rustling sail, 
And bends the gallant mast. ” 

or who does not care to kill a salmon or 
catcl^ a trout, can, if he likes big game, 
employ his gun upon black bears and 
pay his- guide by simply presenting him 
with the animals’ noses, for a paternal 
government gives three dollars each for 
these trophies of the chase, recognising 
that bears must die, in order that cattle 
and sheep may live. Even the bay, 
however, is not without its attractions 
to the gunner in the summer season, 
for if he so desires he may, if he pos­
sesses the ЛІ11, emulate the Indian, 

who, in his bark canoe, chases the por­
poise and brings him to gaff with bullet 
or buckshot.

It is, however, with September that 
sport with the gun begins. We have 
partridges in abundance within half a’h 
hour’s drive of the towns, woodcock in 
the covers much nearer, snipe and such 
smaller game in the marshes and by the 
shores, and waterfowl within easy dis­
tance. Geese and black-ducks abound, 
later in the season, in our lakes, and 
geese, brant and scores of birds of 
other varieties, teem in the Bay below. 
The great feeding grounds of geese and 
brant from Sheldrake Island to Miscou 
and from Point aux Car to Escuminac 
offer such attractions to sportsmen as 
are found in very few places on the 
Continent.
