Iog place is the home from which Brown
went out to fight in Kansas, and the sleep-
fog place is a grave beside a giant granite
bnwlder—lha place in which they laid his
hoay after the executton at Charleston, in
1859. Thirty-seven years after his death,
when the horror of his anarchy had been
forgotten, Kate Field and a dozen friends
bought the old Brown farm, at North Elba,
and turned it over to the state as a public
charge. It is near Lake Placid, and
other resorts of the morthern Adirondacks.

Frequently during the summer sojourners
in want of amusement go over to the place
and rest for a few minutes In the'low-roofed,
two-story house. Everyone knows the story
of John Brown's repeated business failures,
his visions, in which a ‘voice’’ told him to
free the slaves, his part in the slavery war
in Kansas, and his attack on the arsenal at
Harper's Ferry.
