M. C. A. sports held this afternoon on
the M. E. A. E. track were well at-
tended, nearly 800 people being present,
but were poorly managed, the events
being run off slowly. Much looseness
was apparent jn tpg‘ judging and re-
fereeing. < - > W

The 220 in 24% seconds, the 440 in 54,
and the half mile in 2.11%, were fast
considering the condition of the track,
which was heavy owing to the recent
rain. The mile was done in 5.14 by
George Stubbs, and ‘considering alf
things, “Jerry” made good time, es-
peeially as he had fallen in the 880 and
cut up his knee ‘rather badly. The
mile relay was done in 4.07.

The other events were not up to the
standard, but as this is the first at-
tempt at fleld sports, a betterment may
be looked for.

HOTEL CLERK NABS TILL TAPPER =
BY SHERLOGK HOLMES METHODS

Chair Boarder at Clifton House Has Been Helping Himself to Loose
Change for g Long Time—He Was GCaught Red Handed
About 1 O'clock This Morning-—Knocked Down and Made

1o Disgorge

A local gentleman burglar was cap-
tured early this morning by & local
Sherlock Holmes. As the city has a
vacancy in its police force and has only
one detective, Chief Clark might very
well approach Rainsford Haines, night
clerk at the Clifton House, and ask
for his application for the force.

For a period extending over some
months the cash drawer, in which the|
money which hunpens to be about the
hotel at night is kept, has been tamper-
ed with. Small amounts have been
taken from time to time, especially the
loose change which it happened to
contain. 'The thief, probably think-
ing that the  money was not being
missed, contented himself each night
with only a proportion of what the
drawer contained. The amourts which

s

have heen lost in the period running
over months, however, amounted ta
no small figure. In-fact on one occa- |
sion no less tkian ei ht dollars was |
stolen.

The money has disappeared in 2|
most mysterious fashion, and the pro-:
prietor . of the hotel and Mr. Haines, |
who was responsible for the money,
placed there, had no clue as to the|
thief. : : ‘

The latest robbery previous to ‘this
Mondqy last, |
when ahout two dollars was stolen. |
This led Mr. Haines to do a little ama-
teur detective work which has resulted
in a success which would satisfy the
most veteran professional. =

Upon closely examining the cash
drawer, Mr. Haines discovered unmis-
takable signs that the lock had bheen
Thinking over the people who
would likely come around the house
when an opportunity would be open for
a thief to get in his work, his sus-
picions fell upon a young man, about
twenty years old, who has been much
hotel of late. This young |
man had formerly a good position, but |
has been lately out of work. He comes ‘
of a good family, but has not been liv-
ing at home for some time.

Mr. Haines decided that he would fix
an electric battery to the drawer, so
that a bell would ring up stairs and
he would know when the drawer was

tampered with, but as events turned
out, Mr. Haines was not given time to-
carry out his plan.

The suspected young man dropped
into the hotel last night and Mr,
Haines decided that this was the op-
portunity to find whether his suspi-
cions were well placed. Leaving the
young man waiting in ithe room' ad-
jacent to the office he went up stairs
halting at the top, where he could see
what occurred in the office, although
neither able to see or to be seen from
below.

In a minute or so he heard the young
man who was alone on the floo?, g0 to
the office and after taking a look up
the stairs approach the drawer and in
a minute later his suspicions were
confirmed by sounds which showed
that the lock was being picked.

Mr. Haines waited until the drawer
was again closed and then returned
to the office. The young man was

again writing in the adjoining room.
Mr. Haines going quietly to both en-
trances, locked them dnd then con- |
fronted the visitor.

Accused of the deed, he at first de- |
nied it flatly. -Mr. Haines, however in-
sisted, enforcing his iwords by knock- |
ing the young man down. The accused
finally admitted all and returned to
Mr. Haines loose coins to the value of
about fifty cents, which he had taken
from the drawer. These colns had
been marked by Mr. Haines and their
identity was at once established. There
was in the drawer about four dollars,
but the thief had as usual contented
himself with only a part of the con- |

tents. 1

The young man ‘toll a hard luck
story about being out of work and
hungry. It is not known yet whether
or not -action will be taken against
him.

An amusing feature of the affair is
the fact that on several previous oc-
casions when the drawer
robbed, the thief invited Mr. Haines to
come up and have, something to eat
with him and in fact was extending a
similar invitation to him last night as
the clerk was carefully locking the
doors before confronting him.

Project on Foot _Wherebu Oressed Beef
Will be Shipped to 0d Country
nstead of Live Cattie.

A project is now under considera-
tion by a number of business men of
the city and elsewhere, to have a
slaughter house erected between the
cold storage warehouse and the Long
Wharf. Cattle then instead of being
shipped alive across the ocean, would
be slaughtered - here and the dressed
beef exported, being kept in cold stor-
age in the meantime. The advantages
of the scheme are quite obvious. The
cost of feeding the cattle during the
voyage would be saved, as well as
the necessary expense for lumber in
constructing the 'pens and the punch-
ers’ wages.

The idea has been readily seized
upon by those engaged in the cattle
shipping industry and it is quite pro-
bable that a definite move Wwill be
made within a very short time towards
its accomplishment.
