They could 
not expect to get a lower rate than 
that for many years, and it was to 
meet unexpected calls that they had 
negotiated the credit.

That 
could only be done, he considered, by 
raising the assessment by a couple of 
million dollars or by knocking out the 
restriction of $1.98 on the rate of tax­
ation, and to do that would require 
legislation.

There are plenty of peo­
ple In the city who are not valued at 
what they should be. There Is J. A. 
Likely assessed at $66,000 and he re­
fused $70,000 for one building lately.

Mayor Frinkr—If the $1.98 regula­
tion were not In force It would be 
easy to raise the money we want.

Com. McLellan—I have here a list 
of firms in the city Insured at over 
$800,000 for stock and buildings who 
are assessed on $60,000. He mention- 
ed one block which carried four mil- 

■ lion dollars’ Insurance. "Are the as- 
s essors to go in there after the insur- 

• ance mejx and say that the value is 
only $200,000?" Com. McLellan said 
he would later propose a scale of 
taxas on incomes, because, he argued, 
anyone giving to a patriotic" fund did 
SO out of his surplus represented by 
Income.

Chief Medical Health Officer gives Statistics of Dis­
eases and reports en what has been accomplished 
to Improve sanitary conditions in St. John daring 
1916. Interesting addresses the, feature sf enjoyable func­

tion in Bond's last evening— Bandsmen will report 
for duty at Camp Sussex today.The report of Dr. Q. O. Melvin, chief 

medical officer to the- local Board of 
Health, will be presented today. Ex­
tracts from the report are aa follows:

"This report tor the fourth quarter 
of 1916 will take the form of a re­
view of the work of the board and offi­
cials for the year.

"Notifiable disease. Report for city 
during the year: Diphtheria, 82; scar­
let fever, 88; typhoid fever, 39; mea­
sles, 0; variola, 0; tuberculosis, 136. 
Total, 294.

"For 1814 the figures were: Diph­
theria, 95; scarlet fever, 106; typhoid, 
46; measles, 5; variola, 2; tuberculo­
sis, 104. Total,

"For 1913: Diphtheria, 98; scarlet 
fever, 41; typhoid, 84; measles, 133; 
vafiola, 1; tuberculosis, 97. Total, 464.

"Comparing figures of years 1913 
and 1914 with the year Just 
will be noted that there is a 
nounced and satisfactory decline es­
pecially in scarlet fever and diph­
theria; Indeed we are in a particular­
ly good position as regards diphtheria 
in view of its prevalence during the 
past two years in many large centres. 
The reduction in the Incidence of ty­
phoid is also quite marked and will 
appear more so when it is known that 
a fairly large proportion of cases ~e- 
ported above for 1916 were contracted 
outside the city. In fact as respects 
this year’s figures for actual notifiable 
diseases we can hardly hope to de­
crease them In absolute number1 in fu­
ture in view of the fact that 
being constantly Imported 
city from abroad and that thé popula­
tion of the city ie Increasing each 
year. The Increase In the number of 
tubercular cases reported is not due 
to any real Increase in the incidence 
of the disease but Is wholly owing to 
a more complete reporting of these 
cases by the medical profession, a 
most satisfactory improvement

"Mortality from notiflalble diseases: 
Diphtheria, 8; scarlet fever, 0; ty­
phoid, 6; measles, 0: variola, 0; tub­
erculosis, 80; for 1914: Diphtheria, 6; 
scarlet fever, 1; typhoid, 6; measles, 
0; variola, 0; tuberculosis, 89. Totals:
1915, 94; 1914, 101. Percentage of 
deaths due to case of diphtheria, 9.76; 
typhoid, 15.3; tuberculosis, 69.2, and 
per 100,000 of population: Diphtheria, 
16.56; typhoid, 12.42; tuberculosis, 
165.6.

"The continued small mortality from 
typhoid is very satisfactory, the rate 
per thusand of population being well 
within the limits usually considered 
unexceptionable and a little lower than 
last year’s. Deaths from tuberculosis 
of the lungs during the year, 61, and 
from other forme of the disease. 19; 
for 1914, lungs, 81; other forms, 9; 
for 1913. lungs, 64; other forms, 15; 
totals:'1916, 80; 1914, 89; 1913, 79; 
per 100,000 of population the figures 
are respectively: 165.6, 186, 168.2. It is 
notlcable that mortality from all forms 
of the disease is somewhat less than 
for 1914 and about the same as 1913. 
The figures for the pulmonary type 
are very decidedly below those for 
1914 and slightly so for 1913. Excluding 
other ‘forms' for the present year the 
rate per 100,000 would work out at 
126.7 which though higher than could 
be wished is not very excessive. The 
opening of the hospital for advanced 
cases will. It is confidently hoped, do 
much to reduce the Incidence of this 
disease In the city and county.

Infantile Mortality.
In view of the lack of complete re­

turns concerning the birth rate of the 
city I have assumed on£ at 25 per 
thousand, a very moderate figure. 
This for the present year would give 
a total of 1204, for the city, Such 
an assumption furnishes a mortality 
of 137.4 per thousand births, but it 
is necessary to note that of Infants 
dying under one year, six lived one 
hour or leas after birth—28 one day 
or less ; 69 one month or lees ; or over 
41 per cent of the whole number. 
Now it is generally conceded that, 
barring accidents, an infant dying 
in one month from birth, does so be­
cause of some constitutional defect 
that vjpuld have precluded Its survival 
under any circumstances. If these 
cases be excluded from the figures the 
assumed Infantile mortality will work 
out at about eighty per * thousand 
births, a figure that while above that 
of many communities will yet com­
pare favorably with many others.

Deaths From All Causes.
The mean population of the city Is 

estimated at 48,180 June last. This 
is a very low figure compared with 
city directory figures for the present 
year, which estimates number of peo­
ple at 68,660. The basis for this esti­
mate le a very fair one, and Is the 
one used in many oitles on the conti­
nent In estimating population. 1 pre 
fer, however, to adhere to my former 
custom and use figures first given, 
which are baaed on a general survey 
of the city’s assessment rolls. The 
deaths from all causée In tha city 
during the year were 862, which, 
based on an estimated population as 
above, gives a rate per thousand of 
17.89; the figures for 1914, 796, 16.60 
Still-born for 1916, 76; for 1914, 57. 
Deaths from intestinal diseases under 
five years of age, 46. In 1914, filly. 
The increase in total number of 
deaths this year 1» largely accounted 
for by the greater mortality among 
elderly people, "sixty-five and over in
1916, " the figures being respectively 
1914, 221; 1916, 170.

The Work of The Inspectera
Chief Inspector McConnell made 

432 special inspections, affixed 68 
placards for notifiable diseases and re 
moved the same; delivered 68 »otices 
of localities of notifiable diseases to

public library; attended 16 board 
meetings; made 20 deliveries of cards 
to physician» and undertakers; made 
372 miscellaneous calls; disinfected 
818 houses and schools, and made out 
189 Information cards respecting 
notifiable diseases. He also examin­
ed for and distributed 177 milk licen­
ses ("shops"), and left copies of regu­
lations of the board at all fish and 
meat shops, and with the clerk of the 
city market.

Plumbing Inspector Howard made 
241 water tests and three color tests; 
furnished 269 special reports, made 
109 preliminary inspections ; tested 
the plumbing of 83 new buildings, ani 
tested new plumbing in 164 old ones. 
In at! 480 patent water closets were 
installed, and 158 old privies done 
away with, and 1,123 new fixtures put

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Assistant Inspector Kelly since hie 

appointment in March last has made 
1,207 primary inspections ; 1,480 re­
inspections, and 197 proper manure 
bins built In connection with horse 
stables.

I am pleased to say that Inspector 
Kelley has proved a most valuable 
officer, being Industrious, capable and 
interested in his duties, and in this 
connection I would add that all your 
officials have during the year persued 
their duties with assiduity and effici­
ency. Personally I have investigated 

of communicable diseases, 
the large majority consisting of diph­
theria and typhoid. Among them 
were fire cases of cerebro-spinal men­
ingitis. This very grave and contag­
ious disease Is not notifiable with us, 
but le highly desirable that it should 
be. The utmost care, however, was 
exercised In these cases, all being 
handled as virtually notiflabl except 
for the placard.

In response to complaints, or in con­
sequence of Information otherwise re­
ceived, I examined 146 private houses 
in company with one or the other of 
the inspectors. Thestf visits were for 
a wide variety of reasons, many of 
them because of defective plumbing 
and draining, others were tor general 
unsanitary conditions, and over a 
dozen boarding houses have been 
carefully gone over and kept under 
some supervision. Many of these 
places were in St. John county, where, 
in many Instances, drainage was very 
defective owlfig. to lack of proper 
sewerage. In most of the Instances 
referred to eatisflactory arrangements 
were made, but some are still unset­
tled.

Commissioner Wlgmore said he es­
teemed it an honor to be asked to re­
spond. He had taken a great interest 
in the recruiting of the 104th Band, 
and the reason was because the mem­
bers of the Carleton Cornet Band were 
so determined to serve their country. 
He made a couple of trips to Sussex 
to see Lieut-Col. Fowler on the mat­
ter and the colonel was anxious that 
the band would enlist as a unit The 
boys enlisted as a unit and citizens of 
St. John are justly proud, of them. 
Some other bands had asked for in­
ducements before they would enlist, 
but this was not the case with the 
members of the Carleton band, they 
went without dickering, and in addi­
tion to enlisting they took with them 
instruments valued at between three 
and four thousand dollars.

The Increase of public sewerage in 
Lancaster la greatly to toe commended 
and It Is hoped, that as close settle­
ment proceeds In that locality the sew­
erage system may continue to be ex­
tended.

without any remuneration.

The 104th Band he said was improv­
ing rapidly and was a credit to the 
Battalloni, and should make Lieut.-Col. 
Fowler one of the proudest men in 
Canada When the members 46 the 
band returned after the war was over 
they would all be professional musi­
cians, and those musicians who have 
hung back and would not enlist with 
the others would be sorry. When the 
boys returned from the front every­
thing will be done to see that all are 
placed in good positions and, perhaps, 
fill the places of some of the shirkers 
who are staying behind.

During the year eight school rooms 

in the city and a number In the coun­
ties were disinfected, because of pos­
sible Infection fnom contagious dis­
ease. The pupils of several schools 
were examined by me for the unrecog­
nized presence of acute notifiable dis­
ease. I also specially examined the 
plumbing, heating and sanitary condi­
tions of one of the school houses of 
the city and made recommendations 
for Improvement to the proper authori­
ties.

The Mayor then called on tbe band 
tor a selection, and under the able 
direction of their bandmaster a leng­
thy and most difficult selection en­
titled, "A Soldier s Life," was handled 
in a masterly manner.

The City of St. John.
Mr. Emerson then proposed the 

health of the Mayor which was receiv­
ed with cheers. His Worship, in re­
sponding. said that while the Lord 
Mayor of London was ready at the 
first of the year to outline the policy 
of the city, he was not prepared to 
do that at the present time. As far 
as the City of St. John is concerned, 
its uppermost thought at the present 
time is this great war.

Any man who has lived in St. John, 
cannot say that this city hae not made 
progress in the last fifteen years. The 
city has made a reasonable growth 
and has had great success. The 
finances are good, and the export 
trade has greatly increased, so much 
so, In fact, that this winter will prove 
a record breaker. In 1894 the export 
trade was placed at two millions of 
dollars, while last year it was placed 
at forty millions, a grand increase of 
thirty-eight millions.

The vast number of troops Is larger 
than was anticipated to assemble, 
and the people are determined to see 
this thing through. The people of 
this country, irrespective of politics, 
are prepared to make sacrifices to 
see this matter through to the very 
end.

As far as can be learned the men who 
have been sent from New Brunswick 
in the first contingent, and those who 
have gone to the front with the 
Fighting 26th, have done their duty 
nobly, and the men who are to follow 
in the footsteps of those gone before 
will be equally as brave.
