Tweed’s Department bought brooms, 

brushes, dustérs and mats in the most be wil 
derine profusion; Oho Danf. Berrien, who 
appears to deal in everything, from a crow­
bar to a scrub brush, supplies the Depart 
ment in January, 1871, with $7,156 worth 
of dusters, brooms and mats ; in February 
to the amount of $2,833, and in March 
with brashes aftid brooms amounting to 
*4,981, at in all, $|4.973 For three 
months ot famishing of this kind, this is 
not amiss, but Berrien’s trade is excelled 
by that done in the previous years by Ed­
ward Marrener. During six weeks, Irom 
April 18 to May So, 1870, Marrener con­
trived to supply the department with 
“ mats, brooms, spittoons and water-cool­
ers.’ to the amount of $26,757.
