Uruguay, which has just indulged
in that South American necessary
of life, a revolution, is one of those
Republics whese Presidents usually ex-
ercise despotic power. It lies on the
Atlantic coast of South America, south
of Brazil, and has an area of 66,176
square miles, nearly three times that of
New Brunswick, and a population of
250,000. It was originally settled by
Spanish colonists from Buenos Ayres,
and its inhabitants are chiefly Creoles
of Spanish descent, the Indians and ne-
groes being few, Uruguay gained its
freedom when the power of Spain was
broken in South America, and set up as
an-independent power.

$1,600 DAMAGES AWARDED IN A BREACH
OF PROMISE SUIT.

DORCHESTER, Jan. 20.
The cause of Mary E. Palmer vsSamuel
' Dinsmore, which has occupied the atten-
tion of the Court since Thursday last,
was finished this evening (Wednesday).
It is an action for breach of promise of
marriage.
The plaiotiff, who is now twenty-eight
' years of age and a resident of Dorchester,
alleges that in the spring of 1863 she be-
' came acqnainted with the defendant, who
¢ boarded at her father’s house, that he
paid her attention duriug the whole of
. that year, and in July, 1864, they became
‘ engaged. In the following December,
under color of contemplated marrlage, hc
seduced her. The defendant then went
to Nova Scotia, and did not return per-
manently till' the spring of 18635, but
; never called on the plaintiff, and no writ-
| ten correspondence took place between
them in the meantime. Exertions were
| then made by pldintlﬂ"s father to induce
; defendant to carry out his promise, but
‘all of no avail, and fearing an action he
| transterred his property and went to the
i United States and did not return till 1872,
supposing that the action was barred by
' the Statute of Limitations ; but writs had

i been issued in the interim and he was
|:u rested in St. John in the summer of
| that year. The defendant denied that he
cver promised to marry plaintiff, and un_

| supported by any corroborative evidence
endeavored to prove by his own ipse dixit
| that she was loose in character; but in
, this he entirely failed. He also alleged
_ that plaintiff made advances to him, but
_ the weight of testimony on the other side
' went to disprove this.

A Glimpse at the Hub.

BY OUR SPECIAL CORRESPONDENT.
BosroN, Mass., Jan. 17.
Representing you, as I have the hopor
to do, I seize the opportunity of sending
a few facts for publication concerning the
great protest meeting of Boston and other
matters.
At Faneuil Hall, “the Cradle of Liber-
ty,” as it is called, a large and respectable
body of people convened on Friday. The
meeting was called for the purpose of
giving expression to the views of the
people upon the Louisiana trouble. Many
leading men were present and participat
ed in the proceedings. John Q. Adams,
Col. Saltonstall, and a host of others
spoke in strong condemnation of Grant
and “Fighting Phil,” and for a time “ail
went merry as a marriage bell,” but
finally some who, like your humble ser-
vant, felt like hearing both sides, made a
call upon “the silver-tongued orator of
America,” Wendell Phillips. After re-
peated and emphatic calls Mr. Phillips
took the platform amid a wild burst of
applause, and then for the first time did
I hear a full, perfect and satisfactory ac-
count of proceedings in Louisiana. Mr.
Phillips first desired to call attention to
the fact that wbile the meeting professed
to give expression to the public feeling
of Boston, the leading men of Boston
were notably absent, and he warned them
to be carefal in their expressions, so far
as it was supposed to be the expression
of Boston.

Having dealt with this side of the sub-
ject, he proceeded to view it from a con-
stitutional point of view, -and here’ he
fairly outdid himself. He admitted that
if the Louisiana Legislature, lately ex-
pelled, were working constitutional.y
the outrage was great avd demanded in-
stant reparation, but he also held that
instead of a legislature it was simply a
mob, and, therefore, Grant did right in
expelling them.

He refeired to thc great efforts put
{orth, the amount of blood shed, and the
quantity of lives lost to give the negro
citizenship, and affirmed that when a ne-
gro in Louisiana called for protection
from political aggression the President
and every officer under him was sworn
to afford it.

When he commenced to expose the ac
tions of the Democrats many in the hall
began to hiss and shout, but he of all
wmen the coolest simply waited -for a ces-
sation of the noise, and then in his bland
manuer continued in the same style.

His speech was clear, comprehensive
and sound, and although Mr. Hamilton
and others chose to make a personal
attack on his motives and political prin-
ciples, no one dared ceny the force of
his arguments. :

The resolution was declared passed,
although full as many voted against as
for it.

It is geuerally belicved here that
Grant's course will meet the approval of
Congress.

The report of the sub-committee of
Congress is that the action of the Re.
turning Board of Louisiana was illegal
in rejecting the Democrats, but they
avoid the main question, i. e, whether
the private members of- the House can
put a question before a Speaker is elect-
ed, or whether that prerogative is vested
entirely in the Clerk.

_‘The Democratic portion of the Legis-

lature were acting illegally and uuconstf-}
tutionally ; their supporters were shoo’-'

ing and driving away the negrces from
the polls. The judges were compelled
to flee. Civil justiee was ‘at an end.
The outraged cltizens, the suffering ne
groes, and the Republicaus generally
looked for assistance and protection to
the President. They had a right to ex-
peet it, and they had a right to receive
it. The only way open was to use the
military power of the country. It was
used, and life is nowsafe in New Orleans.

But politics will no doubt clog upon
your readers, and therefore I will say but

little more, and that shall be concerning
Boston.

Common Councj'.

The Council met yesterday afternoon:
every memberbeing present except Coun.
Nannary. Fifteen strangers were in the
room. What's up? was the inquiry.

The Market Committee recommended
that the Bill Committee be authorized to
prepare a bill to provide for the erection
of a Market House, and for the purchase
of the additional land required in accord-
ance with a former report; aud that a
number of accounts be paid. Adopted.

The Lancaster Lands and Navy 1sland
Committee recommended the payment of
Highway and School taxes ; and that the
Recorder proceed, by action of ejectment,

to obtain possession of certain lots of

land on Navy Island. Adopted.

The Special Committee on Accounts
recommended the payment of a number
of bills; and that the bills of ti..e Zele
graph and Freeman be cut down, as no
order appeared for said papers copying
some of the advertisements. .

The  Street Committee recommended
that a number of bills be paid. They fur.
ther recommended that an insurance be
effected on the Corporation boiler. The
report was accepted after Ald. Peters had
asked whether the boiler should be in-
sured against bursting, rust, frost, or
dry rot.

The Eastern Lands Committee recom-
mended that the lot at present under
lease to D. H. Hall be sold to him for
$1,000. Adopted.

The Police Committee reported that
they had had under consideration the
petition of E. H. Lester in reference to a
fine imposed on him, for druukenness in
the Police Court. They could not deal with
any appeal from that Court to the Com-
mittee, and, therefore, declined interfer
ing. They further could not see why
the Chief of Police should not admit to
bail, and refuse to discharge a citizen
when sufficient and good sureties were
offered for his appearance. The report
was adopted without any member asking
what right the Chief of Police has to ad-
mit any one to bail.

The Harbor Committec submitted a
report recommending a number of bills,
and considered jt advisable that the
Board should again assert the advisabili-
ty of putting the harbor in the hands of
a commission, according to areport sub-
mitted by a sub-committee.

Section first was adopted and Ald.
Duffell moved that the secound section be
referred back to a committee, whose
duty it should be to cousider the whole
question.

Ald. Peters thought Ald. Duffel’s mo-
tion was an evasion of the question. It
was putting it off instead of comiug to a
square vote.

Ald. Lockhart favored the motion. A
vote had passed this Board unanimously
(except the venerable Noah) approving
of the commission, and he was surprised
to find the Alderman for Sydney taking
the position he did.

Ald. Duffell—Don’t be surprised at
anything that happans at this Board.

Ald. McCordock opposed the motion.
He commenced at the first time—in 1853
—when a Harbor Commission was moot-
ed. He claimed that the revenues were
worth much more than the sum set down
by the Committee. At one of the meet-
ings of the Committec he had asked for
the revenue in detail of every lock, wharf,
slip, breakwater, pier, the anchorage,
slippage, fisheries, revenue from ballast
ground, &c., &. He had been appointed
to ascertain this for the Comnittee, and
had spent many hours working until
midnight. The Alderman produced a
plan of the Harbor, showing the number
of acres —122—of the public lands of the
West Side that were to be given away.
This was the ounly reference to the differ-
encebetween the West and East Side. He
closed a speech of flity minutes, one of
the longest ever made at the Council, by
urging the members to be cautious. Ifa
majority vote in favor of a Commission
the Government will consider it the de-
sire of the people and put the harbor in
Commission. Have the full details work-
ed out, then prepare a bill, and the Gov
crnment must adopt it or none.

The length of Ald. McCordock’s speech
caused Ald. Lockhart, whose own throat
was suffering, judging by the amount of
white linen wrapped round it, to send
him a glass of water in the middle of it.
[t caused a laugh and Ald. McCordoek
and the Alderman for Queen’s hada little
tilt.

Ald. Kerr 5aid that Ald. McCordock’s
speech was a good one, and contained
much iaformation, yet would not influ-
ence his vote. He went for a Commis-
sion.

Ald. Russell complained that he had
not sufficient information to give an
honest vote, but favored a commission.

Coun. Hamm would favor delay.

Ald. Ferguson moved a resolution re-
terring the question to a special com
nmittee of the whole Board.

Ald. Melick favored adopting the report
of the committee, as such a vote would
not tend to hasten the matter.

Several other members of the Council
spoke on the subject.

Ald. Ferguson's amendment was lost,
and Ald. Duffell’s amendment to have the
affair referred to a special committee was
carried by a vote of 9 to 8.

His Worship appointed the whole
Board the committee.

J. R. Armstrong, Esq., as counsel for
Mr. Fred S. Hanford, complained of the
non-fulfilment of agreement in reference
to a property leased in Lancaster. Re-
ferred to Lancaster Lands Committee.

Ald. Drake tendered his resignation as
a member of the Board, and on motion of
Ald. McCordock it was accepted.

James Sullivan, John Wilson, Uriah
Drake, Chas E. Clark and Geo. V. Now-
lin Were nominated as assessors. James
Sullivan and Uriah Drake (the resigning
Alderman) were clected. John Wilson
received eight votes, and an equal vum
ber voted against him. The Mayorjgave
the casting vote in his favor, and he was
declared duly elected.

On motion of Ald. McCordock Geo. F.
Harding was appointed chairman of the
West Side Water and Sewerage Com-
missioners, and on motion ¢f the same

Alderman Uiiah Dia'te was appointed to
the vacancy on the Board.

The Mayor and Common Cleik were
appointed a Committee to have the Cout «
cil Chamber renovated.

Several other questions came up one
after the other, but before any could be
settled there was a count out and the
Board adjourned.

The Ladds vs Vernon jury visited the
Council during its session.

Manufasturers and Mechanics’ Coavention.

The Convention assembled in the Board
of Trade roomns yesterday afternoon, 4
number of prominent manufacturers be-
ing in attendance. The question of a
Maritime Exhibition was discussed, and
met with the approval of the Convention.
The question of the Intercolonial Freight
Tariff was brought up by J. Travis, Esq.,
who in a long condemmatory speech
moved a series of resolutions to be for-
warded to the Minister of Public Works,
asking a return to the old tarifft In the
course of his remarks he said :

People were going back to the old plan
of coming to market with their teams.
Employés were constantly being discharg-
ed at the Railway Station in this city,and
they eomplain that never since the in-
auguration of the railway has there been
such a dearth of employment; so it was at
all the flag stations on the line. At one
of these in one month under the old tariff
the freight receipts amounted to $848.
They suddenly fell to $80 a month under
the new tariff.

‘His resolntions were adopted unani-
mously.

At the evening session the following
was adopted, after a lengthened debute,
by a vote of 31 to 1:

Resolved, That we, the Manufacturers
and Mechanics’ Association in conven-
tion assembled, consider that the pro-
posed Reciprocity Treaty, if it becomes
law, will act injuriously to the manufac-
turiug interests of this Province particu-
larly and the Dominion generally, and
prove positively ruinous to the majority
of trades.

It was further ordared that a copy be
sent to every member of the Dominion
Parliament.
