When the M.P.P. was
absorbed by the Force, Harpell joined
and was posted to St. Rose du Lac.
Subsequent transfers took him to Mc-
Creary, Stonewall, Nipigon, Transcona
and Winnipeg. He was promoted cor-
poral on May 1, 1945, and retired to
pension on June 21, 1957.
