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the seal of the College where he studied, or of three or four 
grave Ministers, who have known his life and conversation 
hy the space of three years next before, together with a 
certificate that his intention to offer himself for holy orders 
hath been duly published in the Church where he resideth, 
and that no objection was alleged.

5. (35.) The Bishop, before he admit any one to htJy 
orders, shall diligently examine him, either himself, or off 
such well qualified Ministers as he shall appoint, of whom 
the Archdeacon to he one, in his knowledge of the Holy 
Scriptures, and of the Doctrines, Discipline, Constitution and 
History of the Church.

6. (36.) No person shall hereafter be admitted into the 
Ministry, nor to any Ecclesiastical Living, nor suffered to 
preach, except he be licensed, either by the Archbishop or 
by the Bishop of the Diocese, under their hands and seals ; 
and exefept ho shall first subscribe to these three Articles 
following, in such manner and sort as we have here appointed :

I. That^he Queen’s Majesty, under God, is the only 
Sun^cme Governor of this realm, and of all other her High­
ness’s dominions and countries, as well in all spiritual or 
ecclesiastical things or causes, as temporal : and that no 
foreign prince, person, prelate, state, or potentate, hath, or 
ought to have, any jurisdiction, power, superiority, pre-emi­
nence or authority, ecclesiastical *or spiritual, within - her 
Majesty’s said realms, dominions and countries.

II. That the Book of Common Prayer, and of Ordering 
of Bishops, Priests and Deacons, containeth in it nothing 
contrary to the word of God ; and that it may lawfully so 
be used ; and that he himself will use the form in the said 
book prescribed, in public prayer and administration of the 
sacraments, and none other.

III. That he alloweth the Book of Articles of Religion, 
agreed upon by the Archbishops and Bishops of both 
Provinces, and the whole Clergy, in the convocation holdcn 
in London in the year of our Lord God, one thousand five
