Four Years of Memorable Deeds, Says Wilhelm—Divine
Hand Gracefully Extended
Over Germany

Amsterdam, Aug. 2.—In a
proclamation issued to the Ger-
man people, Emperor William
S'IV\

“Four years of hard struggle
have passed, full of eternally
memorable deeds. An example
has been given for all time of
what a people can do that stands
in the field for a most just cause
and for the maintainence of its
existence.

“Greatly revering the Divine
hand which has been gracefully
extended over Germany, we may
proudly say we were not found
unworthy in the task before
which Providence placed us.

“If in the struggle our nation
was given leaders capable of the
highest achievements, it has
daily proved by fidelity that it
has deserved to have such lead-
ers. How could the army front
have performed its tremendous
deeds if the entire labor at home
had not been carried to the
highest measure of personal per-
formance? Thanks are due to

all whom, under difficulties,
have co-operated in the task set
the state and community, and
especially to our _faithful un-
wearying officials. Thanks are
due likewise to the countrymen
and townsmen, and also the wo-
men on whom, in this war time,
so much falls.”
HELP! MORE OF IT..

Amsterdam, Aug. 2.—King
Ludweg, of Bavaria, in a procla-
mation on the opening of the
fifth year of the war, published
in the Zeitung of Frankfart; re-
fers to the . exemplary bravery
and achievements of the Ger-
inan armies. .

“It is not our faunlt that we
enter the fifth year of the f§ght-
ing,” he added. “Our opponents
still regard the crushing of Ger-
many as their aim, No German,
however, thinks of a shameful
peace. We must, therefore, con-
tinue the struggle and continue
to shoulder our nionbles and
hardships in suré confidence

that God will lead our just cause
to victm’y."

London ~Aug. 2.-—As a sop for the
establishment of a Monarchy Ger-
many has offered Finland to use its
offices to obtain the cession by Rus-
sia of Eastern Karlia on the prin-
ciple of self-determination, but the
Landtag, which has summoned to
meetl August 5, must decide imme-
diately, according to a despatch to
Tlie Times from Stockholm. Every
effort, the despatch adds, is being
made to win over the 18 members of
the Landtag, who oppese the mon-
archial plan, and thus prevent it
from getting the ' necessary two-
thirds majority.

Order Gorky's Arrest,

London, Aug. 2.—The arrest of
Maxim Gorky, the Russian author
and revolutionary, has been ordered
by an investigating committee of the
Soviet Government, says an Ex-
change Telegraph despatch from
Copenhagen.

The Petrograd correspondent of
The Daily Express reports~ that
Gorky’s paper has been suppressed
permanently.

A Stockholm desnatech on July 26
reported Maxim Qorky was dying
from cholera in Petrograd, accord-
ing to a message received there
from Helsingfors.

Prior to the downfall of Keren-
sgky, Gorky supported Lenine and
Trotzky.

Recently, however, there have
been reports of decided differences
of opinion between Gorky and the
leaders of the Soviet Government.
