A body supposed to be that of Line«

man Olsen, the third victim of th’.' s
Christmas day tragedy near Minto, wae
found yesterday morning on a bar in
the Yukon river at a point about mid-
way between Selwyn and Selkirk. The
body was first sighted by some parties
on a scow who reported it to the police
at Selwyn, who went after - the body;
bringing it back to their stationinw
small bost, at which place it was put
aboard the steamer Canadian, - which
arrived in Dawson this morning. The
| body was taken to the barracks, where
{an inquest is being held this afterncon
to determine, if “possible, 1ts idonﬂly‘
and the cause of death.

There is an impression abroad, though
on what it is based is not given out,
that after the three  travelers were mure
dared and robbed on Christmas day that-
the inurderers quarrelled among them-
selves and that one of them, suppo..d
to be Graves, was niurdered by his pllt-
ner, supposed to be O'Brien, and that
his body was consigned to the river the
same as were those of his victims, In
view of this beliet, therefore, it will
require the inquest to determine
whether the body now at the barracks
is that of Olsen or Graves.

As Superintendent Charleson of the
telegraph and a large number of his
men with whom Olsen worked last
year are now in the city, if the body
18 that of Olsen they will probably be
able to identify it, notyithstanding the
advanced state of dissolution in which =
