Mr. George Taylor urged that pro-
vision should be made for the inspec-
tion o f cheese at the factories A
penalty should te provided for failure
to brand the cheese.  His experience
led- him to believe that no factory
branded cheese as that of September,
but the buyers purchased cheese during
the months of June, July and August,
and held it until September when they
branded it as that month’s make. The
checse then went over to England as
September make.  Judging from press
comment, a good deal of irritation had
been aroused there by the sending over
of cheese which was not of the charac-
ter it purportel to be.  The contents,
as well as the boxes, should be
branded.

Should any one
point a difference of opinion, the effect
is quickly manifest. Neither are they
at all courteons beyond the rules of
politeness. It is claimed that noise
and other extravagances are the effects,
the immediate fruits of Ho'iness,

However this may be, it is certain
that such confusion renders it quite
out of the question to pray with the
understanding, or, it may be added,
with the spirit either. It is only dur-
ing a lull, from exhaustion, that a
sentence of prayer can be caught by a
listener, when he notices that a large
portion consists in the titles of Deity,
uttered in accents that sound like pro-
fanity. It is difficult to feéel that such
praying is strictly in obedience to the
third commandment. 2

Simultaneous praying prevents a
growth in knowledge, but tends to in-
sipidity because the same words and
sentences are uttered with little varia-
tion for months.

It is, however, in the experience or
testimony meetings that the effects of
the New “Huliness” are observed to
the best advantage ; because, for some
reason, all do not speak at once, but
preserve tolerable order.

My text is an ejaculation. It is spun
out of hallelujahs. Paul wrote right on
in his argument about the resurrection,
and observed all the laws of logic, but
when he came to write the words of the
text his fingers and his pen’ and thé parch-
ment on which he wrote took fire, and he
cried out: “Death is swallowed up in vie-
tory!” It is a dreadful sight to see an
army routed and fiying. They scatter
everything valuable on the track. Un-
wheeled artillery. Hoof of horse on breast
of wounded and dying man. You have
read of the French falling back from Se-
dan, or Napoleon’s track of ninety thou-
sand corpses in the snowy banks of Rus-
sin, or of the five kings tumbling over the
rocks of Bethoram with their armies,
while the hail storms of heaven and the
swords of Joshua's hosts struck them with
their fury. But in my text is a worse dis-
comfiture. It seems that a black giant
proposed to conquer the earth. He gath-
ercd for his host all the aches and pains
aifd maladies and distempers and epi-
demics of the ages. He marched them
down, drilling théem in the north-east
wind, amid the slush of tempests. He
threw up barricades of grave-mound,* He

| pitched tents of charnel-houses. Some of
the troops marched with slow tread, com-
manded by consumption ; some in double-
quick, léd by pne ia. Some
he took by long besiegement of evil
habits aund some by one stroke. of the
battle-axe of casualty. With bony hand
he pounded at the doors of hospitals and
sick-rooms and won all the victories in all
the great battle-fields of all the five con-
tinents. Forward, march ! the conqueror
of conquerors, and all the generals and
commanders-in-chief, and all presidents
and kings and sultans and czars drop
under the feet of his war charger.

But one Christmas night his antagonist
was born. As most of the plagues and
sicknesses and despotisms came out of the
Kast, it was appropriate that the new con-
queror should come out of the same
quarter. Power is given him to awaken
all the fallen of all the centuries and of all
lands and marshal them against the black
giant.

written in capitals of azalea and calla lily,
written in musical cadence, written in
doxology of gréat assemblages, written on

“Victory.” Coronal word, embannered
word, ‘apocalyptic word, chief word of
trinmphal arch under which conquerors
return. Victory! Word shouted at Col-
loden and Balaklava and Blenheim ; at
Megiddo and Solferino; at Marathon,
where the Athenians drove back the
Medes ; at Poictiers, where Charles Martel
broke the ranks of the Saracens; at Sala-
mis, where Themistocles in the great sea-
fight comfounded the Persians, and at the
door of the Kastern cavern of chiselled
rock, where Christ came out through a re
cess and throttled the King of Terrors
and put him back in the niche from which
the celestial Conqueror had just emerged.
Al !.when the jaws of the Eastern mauso-
leumn took down the black giant, ‘‘death
was swallowed up in vigtory,”

I proclaim the abolition of death, The
old wutagonist is driven back into mytho-
logy with all the lore about Stygian ferry
and Charon with oar and boat. We shall
have no more to do with death than we
have with*the cloak room at a Govenor's
or President's levee.

BROAD TIRES-

In Localities Where They are in Use Ronds
nre Kept in Better Condition,

It will be some years before all or even
a majority of our country roads will be
improved by gravelling or macadamizing,
but in tho meantime it is nccessary to
urge the adoption of some means to keep
the ordinary carth roads from becoming
impassable for a few months during
the wet season of the year. One import-
ant move in thig dircction would be the
uso of broad tires on all vehicles used for
hauling heavy loads. The only difficulty
in the way of this is to get farmers and
teamstors to make the change, Michigan
law-makenrs realized this and have made
a law which provides that a man using
on his wagon tiros of a certaln width
shall have a rebate of one-half of his road
tax. In buying a new wagon the differ-
ence in cost is slight as the wider
tircs may be thinner and the added
strength in the wider rim makes a strong-
er wheel. To take from a wagon already
in use the narrow rims and tires and re-
place them with wider ones only costs
about $15. Farmers who have had experi-
ence in broad tires assert that in a corn
fleld where thirty bushels was considered
a good load on mnarrow tires, they can
haul fifty bushels with greater ease on
broad tires, When hauling stuff to market,
the load with wide tires can be inc
from twenty-five to fifty per cent. In
localities whero a considerahle portion of:
the inhabitants use broad tires, the road
is kept in better condition than when nar-
row tires prevail. Theadvice of Men who
are in a position to know is that when
broad tires are universally used on high-
ways of all kind, from city pavement to
the poorest earth roads, they may be kept
in Dbetter repair than at present at one-
fourth the cost. The greatest improve-
ment for ‘the least outlay is what the

Profitable’ Swine Raising.

Select the breed best suited to your
fancy and surroundings, then bread pure,
Avold inbreeding, for no farm animal
will so quickly doteriorate from it as the
hog. Select a pure bred sow from one to
two years of age, of good length, heavy
quarters and a short snout. The boar
should also be heavily quartered, well
proportioned and evenly made. Sows
should be bred to farrow about the mid-
dle of April and the pigs should he kept
growing until repdy for market. Fall
pigs, unless weighing from~thirty to
forty pounds when going into winter
quarters, are usually unprofitable. Feed
tho brood sow sparingly of corn but give
her plenty of bpan and mjddlings, Bome
feoders apgue that a sow will do botter
at farrowing if she be thin in flesh. This
is true if she has been fed on corn, but if
fed as recommended above, she will do
much better by her pigs if in good flesh.
A fow roots and an occasional feed of
clover hay are very healthful and will be
enjoyed by the sow. Care should hp taken
not to overfeed her for a few days preced-
ing farrowing and for two weeks after, as
the pigs cannot dispose ,of too much milk
at that age. But after that feed the sow
all she will eat.of a mixeqd ration of corn
meal, oat meal and bran, with ground
barley and middlings for an oceasipnal
change. As soon as the pigs are old
enough to eat slop they should he allawed
the freedony of 4 pen apart from the sow,
where they pan be fed separately.

of horizontal lever on back of tail-board.

He holds, and very proper-
ly, that the farmors, vho have most of
the road taxes to pay and are more direet-
ly interested than any otker class in the
rond question, should he consulted first.

““Wo need to first arouse public sonti-
ment on the subject. If we properly ex-
pand the money we already have, we can
doa great deal towards making good
roads. I am in favor of having practical
rond making taught at the farmers’ in-
stitutes. Farmers should - know how to
mako good roads as well as how to breed
good cattle or sheép or how to proparce the
soil for good crops of all kinds.

“I do not think it will be necessary to
issue a dollar’s worth of bonds to im-
prove the roads. Let the moncy be spent
intelligently, that’sall.’’—Madison (Wis. )
Journal.

A New Paving Material.

A rew« material, composed of coir fibre,
which is obtained from the husk of the
cocoanut mixed with bitumen, is about
to be introduced into Eugland for road
paving. When formed into blocks and
laid on @ ropdway, it forms a surface
which is said to possess all the advantags
of wood and asphalt, with none of the ob-
jections to those materials. It is wholly
impervious to moisture, gives a sure
foothold for horses, is very durable, and
is, moreover, very -cheap, and the old
material can be utilized again and again
for making new blocks,
