HEAVY RAINS DID GREAT DAM
RETIRES AFTER LONG SERVICEAGE

JUST ARRIVEDThe unusually heavy rainfall 
day caused not a little damage 
highways in this vicinity. Many bridges 
are reported injured by the floods and 
Mr. W. D Fullerton has been busy ar­
ranging for the necessary repairs.

At Earl Creek, about a mile west of 
Hantsport on the " Shore Road ”, a seri­
ous wash-out occurred which has ren­
dered traffic impossible for the time. The 
torrent carried away two stone culverts 
leaving a chasm seventy-five feet broad 
and from twenty-five to thirty feet in 
depth across the road-way. Mr. Patter­
son, of the Highway Construction force, 
who was at Port Williams, was prompt­
ly on the spot with his outfit and hopes 
to have the road open in the course of 
a few days. A temporary wooden bridge 
will be constructed until next year 
when a concrete structure will be pro­
vided. Meantime the traffic, which has 
been using this road during the past 
summer while the mountain road has 
been under construction, is going 
through Lockhartville.

In its native environment but in a new 
land, la no easy task. That is what Laura 
Goodman Salverson has successfully 
done for the Icelanders in Manitoba In 
her novel "The Viking Heart" (Mc­
Clelland and Stewart). With compell­
ing realism and yet with unusual poetic 
charm, she weaves her story of the joys 
and sorrows, the victories and defeats 
the comedies and tragedies of 
Icelandic families In rural Manitoba 
and in the city of Winnipeg. Genuinely 
epic is the narrative of the struggles by 
which the Icelanders, rich only in the 
possession of the Viking heart, rise from 
their pioneer poverty to position sin which 
they are able to make a definite contri­
bution to the welfare of Canada, now 
their Canada, for which they are as 
ready at any others to make the supreme 
sacrifice. Representative as the char­
acters are of their race, they are also 
artistically depicted as Individuals. Borga, 
Filina, Elizabeth, Nlnns, Balder, and 
Thor compare favorably with some of 
George Eliot's characters. Part of the 
future of the Canadian novel seems to 
rest with the author of “The Viking 
Heart".
