For some months past the matter of main-
taining the grammar school in Sheffield bas
been a burning question among the rate-
payers of school district No. 2in that parish.
Eve- since the beginniog of the school law
in 1x7: this district has, at corsiderable
cost, very ¢ffi iently maiotained the gram-
mar sghool, and very beneficial results have
been attained in the turning out by the
institution of large numbers of young men
for the matriculation to the university as
well as a still larger number of young men
and young women who have entered the
Normal School and become first class teach-
eg. Nevertheless, those of the ratepayers
who did not bave any children to send to
school, and who were by law required to
contribute their quota towards tbe main-
tainance of the instituti , quite natarally
felt that itwas near timethat theyshou'd be re-
lieved of lu den which the grammar school
enta 1 d upen them and they accordingly
bent their energies in the direction of closing
it up.

A TERRIBLE ACCIDENT.

Willitam Deviin has His Lett Arm Caught in
a Belt at Morrison's Mill and Torn From
the Socket—Lives but a few Heurs.

Godsoe, who was
employed opetairs, rushed down to. his
awigtance, and as soem be mw
the position in which poor Devlin was
in,- ran to the epgine . room and
had the engine stopped immediately.
The injured man was quite sensible and
#8ked 10 eee 8 Roman Cathclic clergyman.
R-v. Father McDevitt was gent for and ar-
rived in & few minutes and administered the
riteg of the church to the dying man. Dre.
McLearn and Currie were celled and arrived
with all possible baste, but the poor man
was beyond all buman aid, and passed away
at eight o'clock in the evening. Devlin
wa: 30 years of age and leaves a wife and
one child. It wil' be remembered that Dev-

lin narrowly escaped death several years ago

by falling into & pile of burning sawdust at
what was known as Estey’s Mills.. The
foneral took place yesterday afternoon, and
wag very largely attended.
