The Horrors of the Plague•

An Oriental Traveller’s Experi­
ence in Cholera-Infested India

Shortly after the news of the oat- 
buret of cholera in the south of France 
reached this country, a Chicago News 
reportai met a journalist of the city 
who has spent eight years in eastern 
countries, and asked him whether he 
ever happened to have experience in 
the midst of the cholera epidemics 
that are understood to sweep over 
portions of Hindoostan periodically 
with great virulence.

“ Yes,” was the reply, “ I have 
some vivid recollections of the ravages 
of cholera in Indl*. Sit down and I 
will tell you some of them. As you 
are probably aware, India is the na­
tural home qf the malady. It is al­
ways making its appearance there sud­
denly, either epidemically or spora­
dically, sometimes in the large cities 
like Bombay, Calcutta, Madras, 
Ahmedabad, Allahabad, Delhi, Agra 
or Lahore, and sometimes in the 
motussil or country districts. Know­
ing ils terrible and mysterious modes 
of travelling, it is unremittingly watch­
ed by the special health officers em­
ployed by the government of India 
and the governments of the different 
presidencies and provinces. It fre­
quently, however, baffl's every pre 
caution to confine it, and I believe 
that every great epidemic ot cholera 
morbus which has spread ravages in 
Europe, Africa or America could be 
traced originally to some outburst of 
the disease in India. When the British 
troops were occupying Egypt after 
the suppression of Àrabi Pasha’s re­
bellion, you will lemember the fright­
ful scenes which were witnessed in 
Alexandria, Cairo, Port Said, and 
throughout the delta of ihe Nile. The 
English authorities tried to make it ap­
pear that this onlbreak of cholera was 
merely local, bnt subsequent inquiries 
showed that it commenced after the 
death in Egyptian waters of several 
sailors who had just arrived from 
Bombay. As Toulon is a seaport 
which does a considerable trade with 
the east, it is highly probable that the 
predfent epidemic was brought from

mere confirmed in this belief by the 
fact that only so far back as the mid­
dle of last April cable advices from 
Calcutta reported that cholera bad 
suddenly burst out there with so much 
virulence that the European residents, 
and all else who could afbrd to do so 
were flving from the city of palaces. 
Well, I remember that in 1875-76 there 
was a most grievous famine in the 
Madras presidency, consequent on the 
failure of the crops and the utter ina­
bility of the poverty-stricken ryots or 
agriculturists to make any resistance 
to the calamity. Among other cities, 
1 visited Madura, where ihe vast de­
serted palaces built by Trimu, Naik 
suggest that in his days the race 
of builders must have been Titans, and 
not poor weak Hindoos.

In wandering through the almost 
deserted streets, I was horrified to find 
lying down nnder the shadows ol 
Temples or colossal ruins men, women 
and children, shrunk into the sem­
blance of skeletons, dying, too weak 
to ask for alms. 1 fled from the city 
as if it was plague stricken ; but where- 
ever I went the same scenes met mv 
eves. 1 learned then that.snperadded 
to the horrors of starvation, among 
more than five millions of people 
cholera made its appearance. The 
government officers quarrelled about 
whether Ihe disease was cholera or 
famine fever, but the people died 
everywhere in thousands all the same. 
The symptous were identical with
those ot cholera morbus. When a man
or woman was attacked collapse en­
sued in from one to two hours. A more 
Godlorsakcn looking country than the 
southern portion of India was at this 
time could not be imagined. Shortly 
after this all India was fairly horrified 
by the report of a calamity which oc­
curred on the Oudh & Rohilcund rail­
way. A party of pilgrims to a shrine 
near (Jawnpore were returning to 
Lucknow. The train was literally 
packed with hundreds of human 
beings. Although the journey was a 
comparatively short one, when that 
train arrived at its destination a spec­
tacle of the most revolting and terrible 
description was laid before the officials 
at the depot. From the entire train 
there issued sounds of groaning, curs 
ing, praying and wild despair. Dur­
ing the journey cholera had appeared 
in one of the carriages, and then ran 
like lightning tbrougn the whole ot 
the miserable crowd of passengers, j 
slaying wherever it appeared. I

More than one hundred dead were 
dragged out of the train and stretched 
upon the platform, and fully as mSny 
living who had been struck by the 
malady were laid alongside the dead, 
and every soul who had the strength 
to run fled from the station with the 
utmost speed. The native railway 
servants could not be induced to go 
near the train of death, and the few 
Europeans present had to run it into a 
siding and disinfect it with pads of 
carbonic acid. The extraordinary 
feature about this awful journey was 
that none ol the train officials heaid 
the screaming of the caged passengers. 
They said merely that the thundering 
of the wheels must have drowned the 
shrieks and cries of the P?°P1®- ,
bottle of Ganges water handed round 
among a lew pilgrims was said to 
have beeu the cause ot the catastrophe, 
but this was never proved, as there 
was no one left alive to tell the tale.
1 have found it no uncommon experi­
ence for a native servant to come into 
a bungalow and complain to his master 
or mistress of feeling griping pains in 
his stomach, and then to return to his 
little hut iu the corn fiound and be 
a dead man three hours afterward.

Heavy Losses in Caftle.

Mr. Hague, of the Merchant’s Bank 
recently stated that: “The export 
cattle trade, though constantly increas­
ing in amount, is proving a very 
treacherous one to those who conduct 
it. It is subject to heavy fluctuations 
and rapid alternations of gains and 
losses.” This Is especially true of the 
first shipments from Montreal this 
season, some of which resulted in 
losses of from $15 to $22 per bead, and 
upon one lot the returns per account 
sales exhibited a loss to the shippers 
of over $80 per head of cattle. The 
causes leading to such disastrous losses 
were the high prices paid iu the conn 
try by shippers, along with excessive 
freights, and the depreciation of values 
in the British market. Many of the 
cattle exported this spring had been 
previously contracted at prices costing 
7c to 74c per lb. live weight, placed 
on board steamer here, which added 
to a £4 freight rate, and a heavy de 
dine in the price of cattle when the 
shipments arrived on lh% other side, 
were factors sufficiently destructive 
to the interests of Canadian exporters, 
to cause the severe reverses above al­
luded to. Many of the sates in the 
West are purely speculative transac­
tions, contracts being frequently made 
months before the cattle are shipped. 
—Montreal Paper.

Harbor Grace, JYewloundland 
Riots.

On the 26th of last December, an 
Orange procession was met by a party 
of Catholics iu the streets of Harbor 
Grace. A-number of shots were fired 
with the effect of killing instantane­
ously three of the Orangemeu; an­
other was killed by the blow of a 
picket, and a fifth lingered in great 
suffering for three months, when he 
died from the effects of wounds re­
ceived on that occasion. One or two 
Catholics were killed. Each side 
charged the other with beginning the 
fatal affray. A number of arrests 
were made, and on the 7th of May, 
the Supreme Court met at St. John’s 
to try the prisoners. True bills were 
found against those arrested. On 
May 12th, nineteen Catholic prisoners 
were arraigned and each pleaded not 
guilty. The crown having decided to 
try each case separately, the prisoners 
were first arraigned for the wilful 
murder of William Janes. Thirty 
seven jurors were called, of whom 
twenty-three were challenged by the 
counsel for the prisoners, and two 
were ordered to “ stand aside” by the 
counsel for the crown. The trial 
was not finished until Friday, 27th 
June, when all the prisoners were 
acquitted. The Orange prisoners are 
still to be tried.—Ex.

Free Passes to Civil Servants.— 
The Minister of Railways has instruct­
ed the Chief Engineer and Superinten­
dent of the Intercolonial that in fbture 
all civil servants may journey over the 
I. C. R. at half rates. Of course those 
officers and employes who have to fre­
quently travel over the road, on official 
business, will be furnished with passes 
issued by the heads of the departments, 
under which they serve. The effect of 
the new rule is apparent. For ex­
ample postal clerks residing out of 
town, have been in the habit of leav­
ing their homes and coming to the 
city, wbeu off duty, free of expense. 
In future all those who desire to do 
so will be required to pay half fare. 
The civil servants enjoy other privi­
leges, which are denied the ordinary 
citizen, and although this new regula­
tion is somewhat restricting, any 
reasonable person mast conclude that 
the Government is even yet disposed 
to give an advantage to their own 
servants, which they have no right to 
give. Because a man is in the civil 
service surely does not entitle him to 
travel over a Government road, at a 
less rate by half, than any other In­
dividual, who is not so fortunate, ae 
to hold a position in the Government 
employ.—Globe.

The proposed glove fight between 
Mitchell and Sullivan at New York, 
Monday night, resulted in a disgrace­
ful fiasco. When the men were call­
ed Sullivan appeared on the stage in 
a beastly state of intoxication and 
attempted to make a speech and was 
hissed. The crowd then slowly and 
sadly departed, leaving behind them 
as gate money some $14,000. As the 
expenses will not exceed $8,006, 
Sullivan and the Englishman divide 
between them $12,000.

Trrritic Cloud Burst.—Reamns, 
Pa., June 7—Reports received to day 
from Berks, Lebanon and Montgomery 
counties state that yesterday morn­
ing’s storm was in the nature of » 
cloud burst several miles wide and 
bursting with terrific force. Not for 
60 years has a storm of so short dura­
tion caused so much damage. 
Roads are submerged, many,bridges 
washed away and damaged, barns and 
houses are nnroofed and many acres 
ot fields washed ont complete, as if 
crops bad never been planted.

Egypt.—London, July 7.—The Tele­
graph reiterates the story of the tall of 

■e of itDebbeh and the massacre of its 
rison. It also mentions rumors of the 
fall of Dongola and adds that many of 
the Ministers believe Khartoum has 
been captured and that Gordon has 
been allowed his liberty owing to the 
belief that he is half-witted ana there­
fore divinely protected.

A despatch to the Times from Don- 
gola says:—“ The Mndir of Dongola 
has achieved a brilliant victory over 
the rebels at Debbeh. The enemy 
were routed and 2,000 killed. We 
dow consider ourselves saved.”

Great Stork Through Illinois.— 
St. Louis, Mo., Jnly 7.—A great 
storm raged throughout southern and 
centre Illinois Friday night, doing 
damage to crops of all kinds. In 
Macon county it wrecked thirty farm 
houses and ruined thousands of acres 
of growing crops. Telegraph wires 
went do wn, cutting off communication. 
It is estimated damage to the amount 
of $2,000,000 was done in Macon 
county alone. Two children of John 
Kratt living near Decatur were fatal­
ly injured iu the wreck of their house.

Lobo village, Ontario, was struck 
by a whirlwind Tuesday, which un­
roofed houses and severely injured 
several persons. Travelling on, the 
cyclone passed over Northwest Lon­
don, carrying away fences and barns, 
and unroofing many houses. At the 
village of Rising Sun several men and 
horses were carried off their feet for 
quite a distance.

Business is brisk on the Kent North­
ern Railway. Oti Monday last thirty- 
three tons of lobsters passed over out­
ward bound. Bark, sleepers, fence 
rails, ship knees and oordwood are 
carried in large quantities, and taking 
all together the Kent Northern Rail­
way is doing a goud trade.—GMe, 9th.
