Then close the left 
eye and look at the picture intently 
with your right eye, while you count 
thirty slowly. Now close the right eye 
and look at the picture with the left 
eye for the same time. Then open both 
eyes and stare at the picture without 
changing the focus.

Something queer, will happen. The 
figures on the one side of the view will 
seem to move- across the view and 
group themselves with those on the 
other side, and—this is the point of thé 
experiment—the figures will always 
move away from the weak eye. More­
over, they move with a very precise 
relation of speed to the weakness of 
vision. ... . 11-. M -
' If the left eye,-for example, is quite 
weak, the figures will move very quick-: 
ly across the plane of sight id the 
right side,- while if there is but a slight 
defect, the movement will be gradual, 
and so on.

British Strikes in 1*0.8,
The annual report of Mr. J. Burnett 

of the Labor Department of the Bri­
tish Board of Trade, on strikes and 
lockouts, “shows that there were Sid 
disputes resulting in stoppage of work 
during 1896, and these Involved 263.758 
workpeople; as ■ against 1061 disputes 
•and 324,245 workpeople in 1894. As re­
gards results, 303, or 34.6 per cent, of, 
the disputes ended in favor if the 
workpeople, as against. 35 per cent: in 
1894 ; but In these successful disputes
24 per cent, of tlie persons nff-ct:-d 
during the year were involved, against 
22.1 in the preceding year. The rie» 
greg.’te number of days lost in 18:i5 
was 6,642.602, compared with 9,322.096 In 
1894 and 31,205,062 in. 1893. The average 
duration per head 'of disputes'In 1896 
was 21.6 days, as against .29,6 In the 
preceding year. The value of the ag­
gregate' number of working days lest, 
worked out as wages, would amount to 
about £1,120,000, compared with £2.- 
000.000 in 1394. The percentage of per­
sons concerned in the disputes of 1895, 
which were settled by conciliation cr 
negotiation, was 74 S, as against 56.7 in 
1894.” -

- Tlie Forty Immortals.
The French Academy was founded in 

1735 by Cardinal Richelieu, and is the 
first of the five academies constituting 
the “Institut de France.” It is com­
posed of forty members, usually re­
ferred to as the “forty immortals,” and 
a place on its, role is eagerly sought. 
It was formed" for the purpose of re­
fining the French language and style, 
and after its period of idolatory for 
Cardinal Richelieu had passed, it be­
came the leading literary society of 
Europe. Its duties are now the com­
position of the historical dictionary of 
the French language and the exami­
nation of important literary, -historical 
and scientific works. Each of the 49 
members receives 1500 francs ' a year, 
and the six members of the "dictionary 
commission” receive tun additional 1000 
francs each.

A Cure for Corpulency.

of physical culture and the reduction 
of obesity tells a rather amusing story 
ot a sidewalk peddler who came to hint 
for shme remedy to cneck his growing 
corpulency- The man was a dealer in 
toy balloons, and the most prominent 
portion of his frame Wa.s his abnormally 
large abdomen.
