Doing this he will not simply preserve
the present force—a most valuable one
~—but he will simplify the entire mili-
#is system of the country. I cannot
imagine any greater madness than that
which he contemplates entcring upon
this summer, which may be one of the
most critioal that Canada has ever
passed through, with the only effective
military force of the country in a state
of disorganization, and in the process
of abandonment, as will certainly be
the case should this Bill pass in its
present shape. We should remember
that the Fenian organization is as ac-
tive and far more dangerous than it
was in 1866 ; that a Presidential elec-
tion is going on, and that with both
parties anxious to gain the Fenian
support, neither will be disposed to
tfort‘l a strong effort, or any effort,
to suppress it : that, in luct the exec-

commission in the hands of the mob,
and remembering these things, we
should be careful to do nothing to dis-
pirit the brave fellows upon whose
alacrity and courage we depend for
defence. I hopethe members will not |
permit party or any other considera- |
tion to influence them in the discus- \
gion of this question.

EXTENSIVE COUNTERFEITING.—At the
instance of the American authorities, a
gang of counterfeiters were arrested on

A Jarge amount of counterfeit money,
with implements for making the same,
were found in their possession, and
twenty-five thousand dollars of counter-
feit 108, treasury notes were captured at
St. Clair, shipped by the same parties to
1 2-#ons in Cincinnati. The notes are well
executed, and would deceive ordinary
judges. The counterfeiters were prepared
to carry on an extensive business.

FEN1ANISM.—Theré never was a truer
picture drawn of Fenianism than the fol-
lowing by the New York Commercial
Advertiser : *“ The spirit of Fenianism is
not only diabolical, but unapproachable.

McGee and that of the attempted assassi-
nation of Prince Alfred, are great crimes
