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DRAMATIC AND
UNPRECEDENTED

Position of Burdett-Coutts, Who
Is Back From South Africa.

The Ghastly Things He S8aw Described
in His Speech in Parliamexnt.

Tondon, July 1.—The spectacle of &
man of American birth (Mr. William
L. Ashmead Bartlett Burdett-Coutts,
Conservative member for Westmin-
ster), standing in the House of Com-
mons, amidst a storm of cheers and
jeers, alleging that abuses followed in
{ the wake of British victories, proved
i as dramatic as it was unprecedented.
{ For over two hours Mr.Burdett-Coutts,
| once known as the “young husband of
“the millionaire baronecs,” but now

growing gray with his 50 Yyears, his
face bronzed by the sun of South Af-
rica, and his hands clenched ner-
vously behind him, commanded the at-
tention of the hostile majority of the
house, and drew a succession of ghastly
pictures that in gruesomenses of detail
eclipsed the horrors of the <Crimean
war.

A TERRIBLE TASK.
The task was terribly difficult. Mr.
{ Burdett-Coutts has seldom spoken i
| parliament, and never before at such
| length or with the whole nation wait-
ing to hear what he had to sqy. He
i{s nothing of an orator and was ob-
liged to present & mass of detail that
now and again grew tedious. He,
nevertheless, held his audience by the
i very gravity and strength of his as-
sertions. His declamation that “Every
word I have written is true,” was made
with an earnestness that atoned for all
his rhetorical defects.
CLEVER DEFENSE.

The speech of the parliamentary
secretary of the waxr office, Mr. George
Wyndham, that preceded Mr. Burdet-
te-Coutts and that of the government
| leader and first lord of the treasury,

{Mr. A. J. Balfour, that followed it,
| were efforts that neither man had
equalled, this year at any rate. The

. government was awake to the serious-
ness of the crisis, and, with surpassing
oratory and imagery, Mr. Wyndham
| took his critics behind the scenes of the
great campaign. In graphic language
he described the enormous difficulties
of the circumstances and exposed for
the first time the daring conception of
Lord Roberts™ plans and the risks he
ran. In short, without tiring his hear-
ers.'with too many statistics, the under
secretary for war gave such a fascin-
ating panorama of the war interjecting
facts to prove that the war office took
all precautions, reiterating that war
, must always be fearful, that his hear- I
ers well-nigh forgot the eick and |
wounded in their admiration £fon the |
success of the great general.

BUT THE “DAMNING DETAILS.”

Mr. Balfour for once lost his
self-control. Flushed and trembling
with passion, he denounced the at-
tacks, which, he declared, merely
amounted to ungenerous c¢riticisms of
i Lord Roberts.

This the Opposition denied, and in
point of fact, the whole tenor of Mr.
Burdette-Coutts’ speech was an at-
tack on the stern methods of Lord
i though this was not openly stated.

OPINIONS EQUALLY DIVIDED.

As a result of the dramatic debate,
' public opinion is equally divided be-
| tween the verdicts. First, the war of-
;ﬁce is guilty of criminal neglect; sec-
‘ond, to reserve all judgment tiil the
parliamentary committee reports. Mr.
! Burdette-Coutts has suddenly become
! one of the most prominent men of the
‘hour, and the government has still to
‘face the agitation which has stirred
‘up the country almost to a greater
rextent than did the declaration of war
i itself.
