GREECE IS ACTIVE

Athens Government Longs To 
Recover Territory Lost 

To Turks.

Rome, Jan. 18.—(By Radio).—The 
news from Belgrade and other sources 
reaching Rome yesterday accentuate 
the fact that war clouds are brooding 
heavily over the Balkans. The situ­
ation is described as one "charged 
with explosives which one wrong 
move on the part of any of the Bal­
kans may set fire to the whole penin- 
sula, and may even cause a fire 
which may easily spread to the rest 
of Europe."

Hungary first and Bulgaria second 
are represented as the greatest 
trouble-makers. It is said'that while 
there is tension among the great 
powers, the little European nations 
want to take advantage of the situa­
tion to settle their scores.

It has also been stated again that 
Greece is ready to attack the Turks 
and then head towards Constanti­
nople.

The line-up seems to be as fol­
lows: The Hungarians and Bulgari­
ans against the Roumanians and 
Jugo-Slavia, with the Turks helping 
the former and the Greeks the latter. 
It is said also that Russia would 
come in on the side of Bulgaria and 
Turkey.

It is feared that if the conflagration 
starts Germany may cast its lot with 
Russia and the others fighting on its 
side, in which event the Great Allies 
would be forced to enter the war, 
thus starting a new world conflict.

Hungary, Roumania and Jugo­
slavia are reported to be mobilizing. 
Italian newspaper correspondents in 
the Balkans end their report on this 
dangerous situation by making al­
most frantic appeals to Italy and the 
other civilized nations to smother the 
small flames of war burning in the 
Balkans before a general conflagra­
tion begins.
