Not to do so would - unquestionably in-

would leose popularity, and that the party
in power is fully aware of this fact. The
party, however, is, I believe,still desirous
of -maintaining friendly relations with
Great Britain, and is still as desirous’ of
settling -all questions with Canada which
have been unfortunately re-epened. since
the retraction of the treaty kv the repub-
lican majority in the senate, and by the
President’s message to which you allude.

a nation, than to adopt retaliatory
measures by prohibiting citizens of the
United ‘States from coming to China.
This will be by no means proportionate
to_the harm to Chinese interests in Am-
erigs; but it will have to-be done in order
to show that the Chinese can do some-
thing, and if this will. have no effect in
bringing the United Statés congress and
United Sfates government to reason and
fairness, ‘then it ‘will be a question for
China to consider whether it is not time
for her to cancel her treaty made with
that coantry, to recall her subjects from
there, to expel all United States citizens
from this country, and to cease all rela-
tions and intercourse, diplomatic - and
commercial, with that country.
