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Ireland te Get Grant of $10,000,000 
Annually Competition for Fitter Dixon

London. Feb. 2. - The Daily 
Chronicle publishes a forecast of the 
home rule bill. This provides that 
the Irish parliament shall have full 
control of customs and excise, and 
provision will be made for the con- 
tinuance of complete free trade be­
tween England and Ireland.

Ireland is to receiver for fifteen 
years an annual imperial subsidy of 
$10,000,000 after which she will ’ make 
contributions to the imperial ex- 
penditures. based on a percentage of 
her revenues.

The trial parliament will consist of 
two houses, a legislative council Of 
about fifty members . and legislative 
assembly of 103 members. The 
council will have a suspensory veto 
on legislation. In the event of a 
disagreement between the two houses 
after the second rejection of a bill 
by the council it will be submitted to 
the two houses deliberating and voting 
together, and adopted or rejected 
according to the decision of the 
majority.s

Ireland will continue to be repre- 
sented in the imperial parliament, 
but in greatly diminished numbers, a

The Irish parliament shall have no 
control with respect to the navy, 
army or militia, foreign policy, coin­
age, military camps or coast lighting 
and will be forbidden to establish 01 
endow any religion or deal with any 
religious matters.

According to the forecast it is un- 
Jerstood that the Irish constabulary 
will be controlled by the imperial 
authorities for a period of twelve 
year .
