CARPENTERS CONVALESCENT.
Yesterday morning the carpenters again 

assembled 'in full force at Temperance 
hall. The president and secretary of the 
union, Thomas Moore and J. Rose were 
punctually in their places. Routine 
disposed jf and the president rose to report 
the proceedings of the previous day. He 
said considerable change had taken place 
since tbe day before. Parties wanting work 
done were becoming impatient, and many 
were willing to pay the union rate. 
Numerous applications had been made for 
small jobs at $2 50, and those taking these 
contributed the 50 cents to the support of 
the union. He stated that splendid in* 
dnements were offered to 
go to the Northwest, and the ex­
ecutive committee had made special 
rates with the Credit Valley railway. 
While he was at the bricklayers’ meeting 
Wednesday night a resolution of sympathy 
and support was unanimously passed, and 
just before he arrived at the painters’ 
meeting a similar one 4 had been passed by 
them. He said that up to the present no 
applications for relief had been made to the 
executive committee, but if any of the men 
were hard up they would be seen through 
all right, as the committee had funds. 
(Cheers. ) A number nad been asking why 
they did not start a co-operative plaining 
mill at once. He had answered that a 
meeting to discuss plans for the scheme 
would be held next Monday night. 
(Cheers. ) He had received offers of almost 
enough money to start the concern. Though 
the bosses ridiculed the proposal,Jhe was of 
the opinion that men who could manage their 
business could manage a co operative 
in which they had a deeper interest. If 
this struggle continued and the bosses held 
out, the mill would be begun and would 
surprise the present proprietors, before a 
year had gone by. Such an institution 
would be a backbone to the men in another 
strike should occurr. (Cheers. )

The pickets reported having been success­
ful in getting more men to join the strike. 
Three immigrant carpenters arrived yester­
day, two had gone to Winnipeg and one 
had joined the strikers, and was in the 
hall.

Blockaded In Manitoba—Frozen in Without Food 
or Fire.

(Special Despatch to The World.)

Winnipeg, April 6.—The swarms of 
immigrants who have been coming in of 
late are having a terrible experience. They 
are blockaded in cars, some times without 
food or fire—out on the boundless prairie. 
The blockade is caused in this way : On 
account of repeated shovelling-outs the 
track is lined on either bank with a solid 
wall of snow. The sun during the middle 
day is very hot and the snow walls melt 
filling the track-bed with water.|At night it 
is very cold, the water freezes and 
rails are covered under three inches of ice 
or more. It is not snow so much as ice 
that is causing the trouble.

On the 4th a train with 800 emigrants 
was frozen in three miles from the nearest 
source of supply. Provisions were being 
carried by a relief train. It will be three or 
four days before the train can be got out. 
A train of ten cars was sent out with one 
engine and two could have been spared. All 
drifts were safely passed before the train 
was stopped. Captain Kirwin, who returned 
partly on foot and partly by sleigh, says a 
man is dying in the train. It was piteous 
to hear the littie children crying for bread 
daring the night. One barrel ot biscuit 
and one cheese were discovered on board 
and dealt out. There is no danger of starva­
tion, but fuel and light may give out.

On the St. Paul line, near Crookstoo, 
five miles of the road are submerged, and 
there is no sign of traffic being resumed. 
Floods are expected ont west if the thaw 
to-day continues. It is not advisable for 
emigrants to start for a week yet. • u

60 Colborne street.____ 23__

fiitAND OPERA HOUSE.FOB The Ceremonial of their Creation—Rome News.
Rome, March 17—You will have already 

received the names of the seven new car­
dinals created on the 27th of this month. 
The ceremonial is aa follows; On a Monday 
morning the pope summons the sacred col­
lege and reads an allocution declaring the 
names of those whom he wishes to create. 
4 Quid vobis videtur V he asks the cardi­
nals. They stand forth, take off their 
skull caps and bow their heads in 
When the consistory is over, one of the 
masters of ceremonies carries to each newly 
elected cardinal a letter from the cardinal 
nephew—in this case from the cardinal 
brother, since Leo XIII, has no cardinal 
nephew—notifying him of his election. To 
those who live away from Rome the news 
of the election is carried by one of the 
pope’s gl^ard of nobles, along with the skull 
cap, or zucchetto. The berretta is carried 
by an ablegate. Sometimes the cardinal’s 
hat is sent, but very seldom; it is a mark 
of great distinction, granted only to 
the relatives of sovereigns. Those who are 
present in Rome go in the after-, 
noon to visit the carttinaU-breiher of the 
pope, and at his house they assume the e*- 
dinal’s habits, but not the mozetta and be- 
retta, which are laid upon by the pope 
himself, when they go to see him a little 
later, introduced by his brother, Cardinal 
Pecci. On leaving the pope’s ante chamber 
each new cardinal gets his zachetto, which 
is presented to him on a silver tray by one 
of the servants of his holiness. If any sove­
reigns happen to be sojourning in Rome at 
the time, the new cardinals go to pay them 
a visit, starting in a body from the aposto­
lic palace. On the following Friday a 
second consistory takes place, to which the 
new cardinals are admitted. At this second 
consistory some business is done, generally 
the provision of bishops for vacant churches 
or dioceses. Before nominating the bishops 
ihe pope closes the mouth (claudit os) of 
each new cardinal, and at the end of the 
session opens their mouths again, giving 
them the right to express their opinions in 
the meeting, to vote, and also to receive 
their piatto oardinalizio, or income. This 
is 4000 scudi—nearly $4000. Their mouths 
being opened, the cardinals receive from 
the pope the hat, the cardinal’s ring, and 
the title of their respective church or dea- 
conry.

The creation of these seven new cardi­
nals leaves only four places vacant in the 
sacred college.

The Grand Trunk freight hands are still 

strike, and are likely to remain on it 
till the company come to terms. They met 
about 7 o'clock yesterday to see if any ar­
rangement had been come to with the 
company, but on learning that no over 

had been made the meeting dispersed 
quietly on the understanding that they 
should meet to-day. On being interviewed 
one or the men told the real inwardness of 
the affair to a reporter. After the former 
strike, in last August, the men entered 
into an agreement with the company that 
they were to receive $1.15 per day with 15 
cents per hour for oveiwork. This was 
agreed to by Lo h parties on the 
understanding that it was to be a permanent 
agreement. The men had, however, to 
give one mouth’s notice while the cqm- 
pany reserve 1 the right to dismiss the men 
when it liked. On January 20 the men 
were notified that their wages were reduc­
ed to $1.10 per day for loaders, $1.05 for 
staff porters and $1 for new hands, the 
agreement to date back to the first of 
January. This is the cause of strike and 
the company, having broken the agree­
ment, are to blame. As reported in yester­
day’s World and later in o.her papers, the 
company tried to get the clerks and team­
sters to do the strikers work and were re - 
fused indignautly. Some men were actual­
ly engaged but as soon as they learned how 
things stood, left. A number of newly- 
arrived English immigrants were got 
by the compaqy but they left when 
they learned of the strike. About 
40 French Canadians were induced to 
come to the city from Montreal, but before 
the departure of the train a number of 
workingmen in sympathy with the Toronto 
strikers assembled and the French Canadian 
would-be hands changed their minds and 
stayed at home. An occasional work­
er applies but leaves when he knows 
what is going on. The merchants 
are complaining loudly about the delay of 
their goods, and it is understood that over 
200 cars of merchandise are waiting here to 
be unloaded. About six men, under detec­
tive Flynn" are unloading at the freight 
shells, but they don’t do the work of fifty 
men.
