The Snow-flower. — One remarkable ac­
count is admitted into Les Mondes of a so- 
called snow-flower, said to have been dis­
covered by Count Authoskoff in 1863, in the 
northwest portion of Siberia, where the 
earth is continually covered with a coating 
of frost. This wonderful object shoots 
forth from the frozen soil the first day of 
the year, and reaches a height of three feet, 
blooms on in this way, remains open twenty- 
four hours and then returns to its original 
elements. It shines for a single day, then 
the stem, leaves and flower are converted 
into snow. The leaves are three in num­
ber, and about three inches in diameter, 
covered with a microscopic ice, developed 
on that side of the stem which is turned to 
the north. This flower when open is star 
shaped, its petals of the same length with 
the leaves, and about half an inch wide. 
On the third day the extremities of the an­
ther, which are five in number, show min­
ute glistening peaks like diamonds, about 
the size of a pin’s head, which are the seeds 
of this astonishing flower. Count Autho­
skoff collected some of these seeds and has­
tened with them to St. Petersburg. They 
were placed in a pot of snow where they re­
mained for one entire year, but on the 1st 
of January, 1864, the snow-flower burst 
through its icy envelope, and displayed 
its beauties before the eyes of the Imperial

Your Watch Is a Compass.

Now that the woods are full of hunters 
and the woodsmen will be at work in earn­
est, cases of being lost in the forest will be 
heard of quite frequently, if former years 
are to be taken as examples. All who go 
into the woods may not always take a 
compass, although they are very convenient 
articles, but about everybody does, or 
should, carry a watch. The hunter who 
does so also bas a compass. The matter is 
explained in this way : Point the hour 
hand to the sun and the south is exactly 
half way between the hour and the figure 
XII on the watch. For instance suppose 
it is 4 o’clock. Point the band indicating 
4 to the sun and II on the watch is exactly 
south. Suppose it is 8 o’clock. Point the 
hand indicating 8 to the sun and the figure 
X on the watch is due south. If all hunt-

Great Britain’s Drink Bill.

The London Lancet says : “ It is appall­
ing to find that the drink bill of 1890 
amounts to £139,495,470, an increase of 
$7,282,194 over the sum of the previous 
year, all common sense and.medical science 
notwithstanding. It is said to be equal to 
one-twelfth of the estimated income of all
