—In the death of Sir Adams Afchibnld
the earthly career of one of the ablest and
purest men which the public life of this
province has produced during the present
century, is brought to a close. An able
lawyer, a clever debater and an honorable
and successful statesman, he has occupied
no position in public life from that of mem-
ver of the Assembly to Lieutenant-Gover-
nor of his native province, that he did not
adorn. What better can be said of any
man than that he did his duty to the best
of his ju !gment and ability in every posi-
tion to which he was called? This we be-
lieve is true of Sir Adams Archibald.

It is well known that upon the occasion
of the introduction of the free school bill
by Dr. Tupper, Sir Adams, then in oppo-
sition, was offered a sufficient number of
votes of members of the Legislature to de-
feat the Government if he would oppose
the bill. Believing the free school system
to be one calculated to be of great benefit
to the province, although perhaps unpopu-
lar at the time, Mr. Archibald refused to
listen to these overtures and united his ef-
forts.with those of the Government in pass-
ing the act. There are, we fear, few men
in public life to-day who could resist the
temptation of defeating a government to
which they were opposed should the op-
portunity present itself. With some of the
heroes of the past generation it was dif-
ferent. With them the interest of their
country was paramount to that of their
party. Public life to-day has too much
bitterness, too much partizanship; there
tre too many men who think that the end
justifies the means, too many who are
ready to take advantage. of anything and
everything if by so doing they may gain
some political advantage. Viewed in the
light of subsequent events the course of Sir
Adams Archibald on the school question
was best, if we look at it from the stand-
point of policy or expediency alone. But
because it was right in principle, because
he did what he could in perfecting our free
school system, to which all of us are so
greatly indebted, even if he had done noth-

ing else, his will be one of the names amongs

the men of the present century that will

ever be held in gratefnl remembraunce.

Even in politics it pays best in the long

run to be honest.
