In
our efforts to extend our usefulness and enlarge our
Sﬁhere of operations, we should not forget the tea-
chings of the past, or blindly cast our lot with those
who adopt as their motto, “ Progression.” We fully
recognize the doctrine that man is formed for social
and active life; hence it is the duty of every Mason
who realizes the privileges he enjoys, a.1d recognizes
the duties and obligations imposel on him, so to act
and demean himself as continua.ly to be adding to
his stock of knowledge and practical philanthrophy.
in this sense, Masonry is progressive, and that Mason
who so far forgets her teachings asnot to realize and
act upon these principles, is, in the language of
Masonry, “deemed a drone in the hive of nature, a
useless member of society, and wnworthy of our
protection and respect.” Beyond this, I humbly
submit that Masonry is not progressive. I, for one, |
do not belong to that class of Masons £and I think I,
speak the sentiments of this Grand Lodge on this
question) who insist that we shall accommeodate our
institution to every change in the condition of a
country, whether it be a change in the social condi-
tion of its people or of her polifical institutions. No
profane has any rights in Masonry. The privilege
of becoraing a member of our noble fraternity may
be extended to those who possess the requisite qua-
lifications—intellectual, moxal and physical. It is,
however,a mere matter of favor—hencethe fraternity
has the most undoubted right, and no one can
question it, of selecting hcr own housechold. The
selection should always be made with a wise
reference to the good of the great body of Masounry.
