The Church of Scotland issued & now
odition of their Hymual & few yoars ago, and
208 of ours are 1 it.

Tho Presbytenian Church in Ergland also
issued lately a new cdition of the book known
as ** Church Praige,”” and which has been in
use 11 ono of our largest and 1nost influential
churches sinco ats first odition.  This Hymnnal
contains 1o less than 222 of the 348 in ours.
Now, in view of tho above facts I am content
to loave it to the good senso of your readers
whether or not our Hymnal is such a poor
ouno after all,

As to the additions to the Hymnal as sont
down to the Presbyteries, the voice of the
wholo Church will soon bo heard in regard to
